The start of the discussion focused on the challenging
transition from university life to the professional world. The
guests spoke openly about their first work experiences and
the complexities of building a professional identity. They
unanimously stressed the importance of perseverance,
personal commitment, and unwavering responsibility in a
field where projects are often intricate and demanding.

Another key theme was the interconnectedness of different
disciplines within architecture and construction. What may
seem like separate fields in a textbook become deeply
intertwined in practice. As an example, Dejan Krsmanovic¢
shared his experiences as a civil engineer, highlighting both
the abundant opportunities and the complex problem-
solving required on the job.

for the workplace. While acknowledging the strong
theoretical foundation provided by the faculty, the alumni
pointed out the gap in practical teaching and hands-on
professional experience.

The seminar delved into a wide range of topics that
extended far beyond technical skills. The panel explored
the relationship between architecture and art, the critical
role of collaboration with other professionals, and the
evolving social responsibility of an architect — from heritage
to modern commercial demands.

The panellists also addressed the role of women in the
field, with special encouragement for female students to
confidently pursue their goals and secure their professional
standing.

Other topics included the importance of mastering English
for professional communication, understanding the
psychological aspects of design, and the necessity of broad
education and continuous personal development.

The alumni’s final messages to the students were clear and
impactful:

e Prioritize quality and never compromise on
professional standards.

e Uphold moral principles and be an ethical
professional.

e Embrace humanism, because “not everything is in
concrete”.

e Build a career meticulously, avoiding shortcuts or
“instant knowledge”.

e Strive for balance between career ambitions and a
fulfilling personal life.

The event concluded with an interactive Q&A session
where students seized the opportunity to ask specific
questions, receiving open and honest answers rooted in
real-world experiences.

The moderator closed the event with a message of
gratitude and encouragement, urging students to remain
persistent, never be discouraged by setbacks, and to
continue their journey of learning and development.

The Interdisciplinary Summer School for Personal and Soft
Skills Development, “Horizons of Growth”, was held at the
“Lipa” motel in Strpce from June 8 to June 15, 2025.
Organized by the Faculty of Philosophy and its Alumni Club,
the school welcomed 14 participants, which exceeded the
originally planned number of 10.

The official opening ceremony took place on June 8 at 4
p.m. The school was opened by Prof. Dr. Aleksandra Kosti¢
Tmusi¢ and Prof. Dr. Dragana Stanojevi¢, and was attended
by 14 students and three alumni. Prof. Dr. Kosti¢ Tmusi¢
spoke about the Erasmus+ ALALIFE project, under which
the Summer School was organized, and explained its
significance for the University, the Faculty of Philosophy,
the Alumni Club, and the students themselves.

After the official closing, the participants returned to their
university center in Kosovska Mitrovica, better prepared for
future challenges. Upon their return to Kosovska Mitrovica,
the students were awarded certificates, and the alumni
received letters of thanks for their participation and
contribution to the success of the Summer School.
