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IN LIEU OF AN INTRODUCTION:
A WORD FROM THE RECTOR

For half a century, the University of PriStina has been building its
identity and vision as the most important educational and scientific research
institution in Kosovo and Metohija. During this period, the University made an
exceptional contribution to the education and professional development of the
necessary staff, and thus at the same time to the socio-economic and cultural
development of Kosovo and Metohija and other parts of our country to which
highly educated people went from Pristina.

In the first two decades of its existence, the University was characterised
by excellence, which was mostly expressed through openness and bilingual
teaching both in Serbian and Albanian, which made the University of Pristina
unigue in the world. In the process of breaking up Yugoslavia, in the early 1990s,
there was an attempt to break up the University, as well. Teaching in Albanian
was separated and thus a new university was formed, and teaching in Serbian
language remained within the existing university, which preserved the continuity
of the University of Pristina and continued the hard work on its consolidation.
After the bombing of our country in 1999, the University was exiled from Pristina
and was forced to settle temporarily in other parts of the Republic of Serbia, but
returned to Kosovo and Metohija two years later.

In the last two decades, the University of Pristina with its temporary
headquarters in Kosovska Mitrovica has consolidated itself and the basic
conditions for its work have been created. Comprising ten faculties, 9,314
students, 690 lecturers and teaching assistants, as well as 357 member of
administrative staff, the University operates within the educational system of
the Republic of Serbia and has become a recognized and reputable university.
At the same time, the University has a rich scientific activity, inter-university
and international cooperation, which makes it increasingly recognizable beyond
the borders of our country. Young people who are educated at our university are
employed in Kosovo and Metohija and in other parts of the Republic of Serbia,
as well as in some countries in the region, and to a lesser extent abroad.

The University will be facing great challenges in the coming years, and
we still have to provide the necessary facilities and technical conditions for
work, but also invest efforts to modernize the teaching practice and develop
scientific research in accordance with scientific and technological development
and the needs of society.

Despite the numerous hardships we are experiencing, we do hope that
the commemoration of the fiftieth anniversary of the University of Pristina, as
well as this monograph, will contribute to the development of the University
and the society, especially the Serbian people in Kosovo and Metohija.

OUR UNIVERSITY IN THE VORTEX OF
POLITICAL TURMOIL

Prof. Stevan Baljosevic¢

At a time of great political turmoil and instability in 1988, the University
of Pristina was without a rector for several months.

In the early fall of 1988, at a session of the Council, | was elected a rec-
tor. Immediately after the election, | was confronted with many issues related
to the enrolment requirements in the new academic year, which were illegally
and unrealistically demanded by students at almost all faculties, citing alleged-
ly unrealistic study conditions and frequent interruptions. Although there was
an agreement to reduce student enrolment that year, there was about 36,000
active students at the University, which topped other higher education institu-
tions in the former Yugoslavia.

The university had 12 faculties and 7 colleges, about 80 departments
and groups. That academic year, 9,300 students were enrolled, of which 6,300
or 68% at faculties and 2,970 or 32% at colleges. Courses in Albanian were se-
lected by 6,960 students, while 2,340 students took courses in Serbo-Croatian.
There were 198 foreign students also enrolled. Of the total number of students,
over 6,000 were with permanent residence outside Kosovo and Metohija. That
put the University among the most open in the country. The national structure
of enrolled students in 1988 was the following: Albanians 74.8%, Serbs 12.8%,
Montenegrins 2.7%, Turks 0.5%, Roma 0.1%, Muslims 5.4%, foreign nationals 2,
8%, and the other 0.8%. In the year of its founding, in 1970, the University had
240 lecturers, in 1998, it had a teaching staff of 2,042 people, of which 1,213
lectured in Albanian, while 829 in Serbian. Half of the teaching staff had a doc-
torate and a master’s degree, 655 had PhD in various scientific disciplines and
470 masters. 130 teachers came from other universities: 63 from Belgrade, 24
from Nis, 17 from Skopje, 10 from Kragujevac, 6 from Zagreb, 7 from Sarajevo, 2
from Titograd, and 1 from Tuzla.

International cooperation was very ambitious; numerous memoran-
dums of agreement were signed, to name but a few: the University of lasi in
Romania, Jena in Germany, Rome, Sofia, Dagestan, Guangxi in China, Budapest,
and Valladolid in Spain. Mutual study visits were rare but very useful, even in
those turbulent times.

Serbia gave the University everything it needed, often to the detriment
of other university centres. Noble and proud, Serbia expected only peace in
Kosovo and Metohija, not realizing that Albanian students and lecturers were
preparing themselves for evil, injustice, and secession.

Personnel policy was dominated by the idea of enforcing Albanian staff
and they were admitted to the University from all sides, from all over Yugoslavia,
very often without the right qualifications. Such process, encouraged by the de-
structive actions of visiting professors from Albania was first justified by national
romanticism, until the counter-revolution of 1980. We began to sober up at that
point. The actions of political and social forums in Kosovo, Serbia, and Yugosla-
via did not yield a favourable outcome in the stabilization efforts. On the con-
trary, the formation of a modern university with modern laboratory equipment
and student cabinets, however, lead to a concentration of mono-ethnic staff—
Albanian. Constant pressure on the Serbian staff, majoritarianism, obstruction
of progress, and disturbed interethnic relations lead to great intolerance and
insecurity. Then, the Serbian staff began to leave. Numerous and well-known
university lecturers, who worked diligently and honestly, started leaving due to
mental stress. Serbs and Montenegrins from Kosovo, in love with their homeland
and science, remain witnesses to the events in that bleak period.

The nationalist demonstrations of the Albanian separatists intensified. Mass stu-
dent demonstrations and support for the strikes of workers and miners in Stari
Trg are making interethnic and interpersonal relations worse. There was less fo-
cus on education at the University, while more attention was placed on politics.
The University Council met regularly and we tried to integrate programmes in
both languages, by writing joint textbooks, because science is indivisible, but our
efforts yielded no results. We held joint sessions at the Rector’s Office in Pristi-
na, also in colleges in Pe¢, Dakovica, Prizren, Gnjilane, and Kosovska Mitrovica
despite many difficulties, trying to stabilize relations and ensure peace in high-
er education institutions. Severe terrorist violence soon ensued at the Student
Centre in Pristina, with an attempt to provoke expulsions and interruptions in
early June, when exams were organized, but the Rectorate was stable and stoic
and overcame that terrorism bringing the academic year to a tolerable end.

The tribulations the University faced in 1988/89 were grave; we were the focus
of the Yugoslav and world public due to constant demonstrations and national-
ist,separatist and terrorist activities of militant groups. Every day, we were visited
by diplomats, journalists, politicians, analysts of various qualities and interests.



ESTABLISHMENT OF A PARALLEL UNIVERSITY

Prof. Tomislav D. Dokic¢

| was appointed the Dean of the Faculty of Medicine on 1991. It was
a bleak year for our University. The situation was complex and difficult. There
were two parallel universities. One, working in accordance with the law, whose
degrees were recognized and respected; and the other, the Albanian one, ille-
gally organized in private residences, born out of political needs. We believed
that such an ethnically pure University could not survive, so we did everything
we could to help by maintaining a joint University with the instruction in two
languages, Albanian and Serbian. We considered it necessary to promote co-ex-
istence, interethnic tolerance, mutual respect, preservation of national identi-
ties, common future. However, the Albanians firmly opted for the national inde-
pendence of the University.

Albanian students were able to enrol and study at other universities in Serbia.
We must not forget the fact that most lecturers at the University of Pristina, as
well as members of the newly formed Academy of Sciences and Arts of Kosovo,
studied and educated in Belgrade or Novi Sad, and became intellectuals, doc-
tors, engineers, professors, academics.

In those difficult times, we tried to provide normal working condi-
tions and order for everyone at the University, for all students, and especially
for students of Albanian nationality, for them to be well and not to diminish
their rights in the slightest. We wanted such a university not to separate, but to
unite students and people of different ethnicities. Of course, there were also
Albanians who wanted to study and work together with others. Since Albanian
lecturers boycotted the classes, we hired interpreters to provide simultaneous
translations of lectures from Serbian into Albanian by our well-known profes-
sors from the medical faculties in Belgrade, Novi Sad, Zagreb and Ljubljana, who
assisted the University. But that didn't help either, there were no students in the
amphitheatre.

By establishing contact with lecturers from various institutions, we
wanted with all our might to maintain order and peace at the University, so that
there would be no conflicts between young people. We agreed to occupy stu- 1970
dents only with work and study in those times of crisis.

| remember a distinguished delegation formed by the UN, made up of a
number of distinguished professors of the University. In those difficult times, |
remember the visit of the distinguished Professor Evgeny Chazov, the winner of
the Nobel Prize, and his promotion to visiting professor at our faculty. He gave
an introductory lecture, after which, in a conversation with the students, he em-
phasized that we should maintain a working atmosphere and that that was the
best therapy in the difficult period for our university and our country.
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However, despite the extraordinary and superhuman efforts of the peo-
ple who worked at the faculty and the clinics, | increasingly felt that | was alone
in the whirlpool of events, when nobility, tenderness, and humanity disappeared.
There was existential restlessness in me, anxiety. | felt that | could be left with-
out my university, without my home, without my homeland.

THE EXILE OF THE UNIVERSITY

Faced with the insurmountable problems due to the humiliating po-
sition of the teaching in the Serbian language found itself, when the appeals
addressed to the highest governing bodies of the Province produced no results,
the representatives of the University addressed their colleagues from the Uni-
versity of Belgrade. The attention of the University of Belgrade, their solidarity,
and assistance in preserving and improving the teaching practice and the scien-
tific process has not stopped since then.

After the boycott of classes and the organization of parallel institutions
in the Province by the Albanians, the teaching process at the University con-
solidated and restored its basic functions, it became the target of attacks and a
thorn in the side of secessionists. In order to intimidate the representatives of
the University, the assassination of the Rector Radivoje Papovi¢ was attempted.
By a happy coincidence, he survived it and continued to manage the University.

During this period, the University of Pristina suffered frequent inter-
ruptions in the teaching process, compared to other universities. The overall
activity at the University was endangered during the NATO aggression.

After the adoption of the 1244 Resolution and the establishment of the
UNMIK civilian mission and the UN military structure (KFOR), the situation de-
teriorated rapidly, the threat to the security of the Serb and Montenegrin pop-
ulation in almost all places in Kosovo and Metohija became more dramatic. The
University was not spared from the ethnic cleansing since over 95% of lecturers
and non-teaching staff were expelled, as well as the same percentage of stu-
dents. All University buildings were occupied, except for the technical faculties,
where KFOR members moved in,and the UN-controlled Rectorate building. All
the property of the University was usurped, and, in part, the documentation was
seized and destroyed, including the personnel and student files.

In early July 1999, the Serbian government appointed me Rector of the
University of Pristina. That decision of the Government was preceded by the
monstrous crime of Albanian extremists at the Faculty of Economics, where
the assistant professor, Milenko Lekovi¢, and two faculty employees, Miodrag
Mladenovi¢ and Jovica Stamenkovié, were massacred. Furthermore, the head of
the Surgical Clinic of the Pristina Medical Centre, university professor Andrija
Tomanovi¢, was kidnapped. These crimes initiated the mass abandonment of
Pristina by a large number of our teachers, associates and a vast number of stu-
dents and their families.

On July 12, after the session of the Teaching and Scientific Council of
the University, at the Faculty of Mining and Metallurgy in Kosovska Mitrovi-
ca—which was attended by the deans of all 14 faculties—representatives of the
Serbian Government and the members of the Rectors’ Council agreed on a pro-

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gramme of revitalization and consolidation. We travelled to Pristina where we
held a session of the Rector’s Council and agreed on further activities.

Hoping that the situation would improve and that order and security
would be established, we started a painful battle for the survival of the Univer-
sity. To this end, we organized numerous meetings at the highest level, with the
UN representatives, at which we insisted on the safety measures in preparations
for the upcoming exam period and the beginning of the new academic year.
During the two-month stay in Pristina, the number of our population, including
the present staff of the Rectorate, was reduced to a few hundred. So, not only
was there no return of our people, but the emigration continued and was almost
completed.

The working conditions at the University and its locations in Pristina and
Prizren were non-existent. We realized that the offer of the UN representatives
meant the termination of our teaching when they insisted that the teaching pro-
cess and the overall activity of the University took place in the same buildings
for all and that they would transport our students and professors to the faculty
headquarters. Considering Bujanovac, Kursumlija, Raska and Rozaje, we began
preparations for the temporary relocation of the faculties to safe locations, with
the full support of the competent state authorities.

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FRAGMENTS OF SENTIMENTAL REMEMBRANCE

The winter of 2001 was bitter. The temperature was below -20 degrees
Celsius. The Faculty of Philology just started working in the east wing of the
Technical School in Kosovska Mitrovica. It was a difficult restart. The heating
plant resumed its operations, but it was difficult to get everything in order after
the bombing. The radiators would often burst from the cold. Water would leak
from them and immediately freeze on the floor. We would shovel and remove
that ice until late at night. Only our Serbian stubbornness and the sense of jus-
tice kept us standing upright.

Our dear students would come to class regularly. None of them nor the
professors ever said they couldn’t or wouldn’t. | begged my colleagues to short-
en the classes. The students were blue in the face from the cold, but we contin-
ued to hold classes until we were warmed by the spring sun.

The Gracanica Department of the Faculty of Philosophy was opened
in March 2002. Two departments started working there: Serbian Literature and
Language and English Language and Literature. It was a great pain to travel from
Kosovska Mitrovica to Gracanica. We could only take the train to Suvi Do, from
where Joca and Dragan, colleagues from the student service, would pick us up
and drive us through Serbian fields to Gracanica. The train was drafty because
many of its windows were broken. The buggers threw stones at the train and
smashed the windows. But, we got used to it all. When my colleague Smilja Vasi¢
travelled to Gracanica with us for the first time, we experienced a fierce attack in
Vucitrn. Stones were thrown against the train windows and the glass shattered.
In order to save our lives, me and my colleagues, Dragana Spasi¢, Smilja Vasic,
and Dragan Lili¢, threw ourselves on the floor of the car. When the train passed
Vucitrn, we got up. Then, my colleague Dragana started telling some unrelated
stories as if nothing had happened. | understood her intention to distract Smilja,
who experienced it for the first time, so | joined the storytelling. | started laugh-
ing and others joined me. The Albanians on the train wondered why the Serbs
were laughing. They could not understand how powerful Serbian stubbornness
is.

| travelled Gracanica to Kosovska Mitrovica and back to pick up my col-
leagues. | was afraid that the worst would happen to them. Once, my colleague
Stanislav Stankovi¢ wanted to spare me the trouble and asked me not to pick
him up. I asked him what he would do if he missed the unmarked station in Suvi
Do and that made him pause. It was a difficult time for us, but we held the classes
regularly.

In 2004, just after the entrance exams, a mother came with her two sons,
who took the entrance exam but scored below the budget line, to ask me to
help her. She had no money to pay tuition for any of her sons. She asked to pay
only half for one son, in ten instalments. But her painful dilemma was which son

to pay for. She started crying. | wasn'’t crying because | had no tears left, but |
felt the bitterness of our dire situation. She wrote a request to the Dean to pay
only half of the tuition for one son, but not specifically for whom. The Dean,
prof. Dragi Malikovi¢, responded shortly informing me that both students were
granted free scholarship. When | told the mother, she started crying again, but
she shed the tears of joy. | was left completely speechless.

When the March events started with Serbian houses being set on fire,
it was very difficult to hold classes in Gracanica. | pleaded with the parents
through the local radio station not to send their children if they were not safe
in their villages in central Kosovo. Still, the students came. That Serbian defiance
reappeared. Professor Dragomir Kosti¢ and | were teaching while Kosovo was
burning again.



NOTE ON PEOPLE AND EVENTS
Prof. Radivoje Kulic

The 50th anniversary of the University of Pristina is almost impossible
to illustrate in a few lines, even from the perspective of one recollection. It is
indisputable, however, that with its establishment, Serbia additionally strength-
ened the overall rights of the Albanian national minority, while certainly taking
into account the interests and educational needs of the population of Serbs and
other nationalities in Kosovo and Metohija and Serbia as a whole. In that sense,
our memories of this important institution and its Pristina years, when numerous
generations of students from Serbia and other parts of the former Yugoslavia
graduated, should not be deleted from the history of the higher education in
Serbia.

Despite many contradictions and misunderstandings that occurred at
the University since its founding, | would not like to forget the academic sub-
limity and human breadth that characterized lecturers of Serbian, Albanian and
other nationalities. | would like here to mention but a few: prof. Branislav Vel-
jkovi¢, prof. Idriz Ajeti, prof. Vukasin Filipovi¢, prof. Jasar RedZepagi¢, prof. Bogu-
mil Hrabak, and prof. Gani Ljuboteni. In addition to being recognizable in their
scientific fields, in my opinion, they exuded principality and goodwill, as well
as moderation in discussing many sensitive topics, including organizational and
personnel issues in teaching in the two languages.

Organizational and personnel issues of teaching in the Serbian language
came to the fore during the early 1980s. This problem was first publicly disclosed
by prominent and influential professors, Svetozar Canovi¢ and Branko Boskovic.
To put it simply, they suggested finding a mechanism to prevent re-voting on a
national basis in teaching and scientific councils at the University, especially in
relation to issues of vital interest for teaching in general. This initiative arose as
a consequence of the implementation of the desire and efforts within certain
faculties to limit the enrolment of Serbian students, as well as the admission
of lecturers to permanent employment, where the census was often used as an
argument.

Although this initiative was criticized and disputed at the University, the
prevailing belief among Serbian lecturers was that the future of teaching in the
Serbian language should not depend only on the good will of those of other
nationalities. From 1987 to 1989, because of to the overall social climate—better
organization of Serbian lecturers, their increased prominence in teaching and
scientific councils and management structures, increased readiness of Albanians
to discuss all open issues—an important step has been made in achieving equal-
ity of teaching in Serbian and teaching in Albanian (For more information, see:

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The NATO aggression in 1999 was an incurable wound that each of us
most likely remember differently. There is no doubt, however, that this inappro-
priate action of the strongest and most developed Western countries decisively
influenced the further destiny of our people in Kosovo and Metohija, and con-
sequently, teaching in the Serbian language at the University of Pristina.

Regardless of all the dangers our population faced in Pristina and Koso-
vo and Metohija as a whole since mid-June 1999, the new Rector of the Univer-
sity of Pristina, prof. Jagos Zelenovié, vice-rectors and almost all deans spent the
whole summer in Pristina with the belief that students attending classes in Ser-
bian will return to this institution. Unfortunately, KFOR units located in Pristina
were not prepared or were not ready to take responsibility for the safety of our
lecturers and students, so it became inevitable for the University to continue its
activities in Krusevac and later in several cities in northern Kosovo and Metohija.

Although it was a time of anxiety and great uncertainty, the University,
with the comprehensive support of the Republic of Serbia and local authorities,
as well as the selfless efforts of the entire academic community and its gov-
erning structures, provided facilities and other requirements for uninterrupted
teaching and research activities. In the following years, new premises were built
for several faculties, as well as student dormitories and additional infrastructure.
Furthermore, our teaching staff was improved. Since 2006, the University has
become a recognized higher education institution both in Serbia and in region,

THE UNIVERSITY YESTERDAY

Upon foundation of the first Higher Pedagogical School in Pristina in
the academic years 1958/1959, and foundation of the first faculty the following
academic year - the Faculty of Philosophy, as an integral part of the University
of Belgrade, education in Kosovo and Metohija took a dramatic upturn. After the
Faculty of Philosophy was established, the following faculties were constituted:
the Faculty of Law and Economics, the Faculty of Engineering and the Faculty
of Medicine, which functioned as departments of the University of Belgrade
until 1970. The initiative for the establishment of the University of Pristina was
launched in 1969, which was supported by the Executive Council of the Repub-
lic of Serbia on October 22, 1969. Shortly afterwards, on November 18, 1969,
at a joint session of the Provincial and Educational-Cultural Councils of the
Provincial Assembly, the Law on the Establishment of the University of Pristina
was passed. The Electoral Assembly of the University of Pristina was held on
February 13,1970, followed by a formal session of the Assembly two days later.
February 15 was established as University Day, and 1970 as the founding year of
the University of Pristina. The University of Pristina comprised: the Faculty of
Philosophy, the Faculty of Technical Sciences, the Faculty of Law, the Faculty
of Economics and the Faculty of Medicine, and later other faculties, as well as
seven higher schools. Prof. Dervish Rozhaja, associate professor and dean of
the Faculty of Philosophy, was elected Rector. The University of Pristina, in ac-
cordance with the Law on the Establishment of this institution, organized the
teaching process in both Serbian and Albanian.

Due to its rapid development, the University of Pristina consisted of 14
faculties in the 1990s, 12 of which were based in Pristina: the Faculty of Eco-
nomics, the Faculty of Medicine, the Faculty of Law, the Faculty of Natural and
Mathematical Sciences, the Faculty of Agriculture, the Faculty of Philosophy,
the Faculty of Philology, the Faculty of Physical Education, the Faculty of Arts,
the Faculty of Civil Engineering, the Faculty of Architecture, the Faculty of
Electrical Engineering and the Faculty of Mechanical Engineering; the Faculty
of Mining and Metallurgy was based in Kosovska Mitrovica, and the Faculty of
Teacher Education was based in Prizren.

By creating the appropriate conditions for the admission of students to
undergraduate, specialist and MA study programmes, and with the continuous
employment of teaching staff, the University of Pristina has become one of the
most open universities in Serbia. In regard to the quality of lectures delivered
and scientific research conducted, establishment of inter-university and inter-
national cooperation, as well as its own publishing activity, the University has
never lagged behind other European universities in any respect.

The University of Pristina, in accordance with the Law on the Establish-
ment of this institution, organized and conducted classes in both Serbian and
Albanian. Lectures in Albanian were delivered separately from the academic
years 1991/1992, which was followed by the formation of a parallel education
system. The faculties of the University of Pristina delivering lectures in the Ser-

With the adoption of the Law on Amendments to
the Law on Universities by the National Assembly
of the National Republic of Serbia on May 18,
1960, the first higher education institution in
Kosovo and Metohija, the Faculty of Philosophy,
was formed as an integral part of the University of
Belgrade.

On October 22, 1969, the Executive Council
(Government) of the Republic of Serbia supported
the initiative of the SAP Kosovo to establish a
university in Pristina.

On February 13-15, 1970, the Founding As-
sembly of the University of Pristina was held in
the Great Hall of the Provincial Assembly. Prof.
Dervish Rozhaja, associate professor and dean
of the Faculty of Philosophy, was elected rector.
The assembly was attended by Fadilj Hoxha and
Miroslav Pecujli¢, members of the SKJ Executive
Bureau.

On March 14, 1970, the extended session of the
Secretariat of the PK SK of Kosovo criticized the
views of Alyush Gashi expressed at the political
group in Peja on February 24, 1970 that “the
University of Pristina should solve the prob-
lems of the Albanians, while that Serbs can be
educated in other universities”. Similar attitudes
later appeared and negatively affected the
status of teaching in the Serbian language at the
University.

bian language carried on with their teaching and educational activities within
the educational system of the Republic of Serbia. In this period, our university
- with the teaching process in the Serbian language, covered all areas of the
curricula in an organized manner, conducting scientific research.

Following the agreement reached on September 1,1996, with the media-
tion of the “Sant’ Egidio” Community, the Education Agreement was concluded,
on the basis of which the “3 + 3" Committee was formed, which prepared the
agreed measures for their implementation in 1998. Albanian teachers, teaching
assistants and students agreed to resume their position within the education
system of the Republic of Serbia, but a complete separation of university facili-
ties ensued: faculties, dormitories, canteens, libraries, and physical separation of
teachers, teaching assistants and students of Serbian and Albanian nationality.
The “3 + 3" Committee apportioned 60% of the university space to Albanians,
30% to Serbs and 5% to Turks.

The successful work and development of the University of Pristina, with-
in the generally accepted university norms, was thwarted by the bombing of our
country in 1999. During the NATO aggression against our country, about 1,500
teachers, teaching assistants and administration staff at the University of Pristi-
na, along with 16,000 students who attended lectures in Serbian, were expelled
from the faculties, their property was usurped and they were never allowed to
return.

After the brutal displacement from Pristina (1999), the University was
temporarily relocated to Krusevac, along with several other faculties, while
some faculties carried on with their activities in: Kosovska Mitrovica, Leposavic,
Vranje, Blace, and Varvarin. By Decision of the Government of the Republic of
Serbia, the University of Pristina was relocated to Kosovska Mitrovica by the end
of 2001, which was determined as its temporary seat. Gradually, all faculties were
relocated to the area of Kosovo and Metohija. Out of 10 faculties comprising it
today, 7 of them are based in Kosovska Mitrovica: the Faculty of Economics, the
Faculty of Medicine, the Faculty of Law, the Faculty of Technical Sciences, the
Faculty of Philosophy and the Faculty of Arts (partly based in Zvecan); in Lep-
osavi¢: the Faculty of Teacher Education, the Faculty of Physical Education, and
the Faculty of Agriculture in Lesak - Zubin Potok. The University also holds lec-
tures in consultative centres in Serbian majority areas in Kosovo and Metohija.

From 2001 to present, the University has been evolving in two direc-
tions. The first direction concerns consolidation and creation of basic working
conditions: preserving students and teachers, employment of the necessary
teaching staff from abroad, establishing regularity in teaching and exams, build-
ing infrastructure capacity (faculty buildings, laboratories, teaching bases, stu-
dent dormitories, etc.) and technical equipping of buildings (computers, teach-
ing aids, laboratory equipment, libraries, various installations, etc.). The second
direction has to do with redefining study programmes and their accreditation,
accreditation of faculties and the University, which was completed in the course
of 2009. Both of these processes have led to the institutional consolidation and
strengthening of the University, as well as its consolidation in the higher educa-
tion system of the Republic of Serbia.



Running parallel to these processes, the University has continuously
made efforts to survive within the educational system of the Republic of Serbia,
and also provide international support and respect. In this regard, it is worth
noting the following: the admission of the University to full membership of the
European University Association (2008); institutional evaluation of the Europe-
an University Association (2010); the signing of the Grand Charter of the Uni-
versity (Magna Carta Universitatum), whereby the University of Pristina tempo-
rarily settled in Kosovska Mitrovica joined the world family of universities and
confirmed its commitment to the academic principles laid down in the Charter;
and the signing of the Declaration of Universities of Southeast Europe and the
Western Balkans (2018), which regulates the cooperation and joint action of
these universities in the field of science, higher education, research and knowl-
edge transfer. Membership in these associations and external evaluation have
significantly contributed to the University’s faster involvement in international
university programs, especially in Tempus and Erasmus programmes, to estab-
lishing bilateral cooperation with 63 universities from 23 countries, as well as to
participation in the programmes of various international organizations (Council
of Europe, OSCE, SPARK, WUS Austria - World University Service Austria, etc.).
Since 2010, the University of Pristina has gained enviable experience in the im-
plementation of Tempus projects in the past, and now Erasmus+ projects sup-
ported under Key Action 2 - Capacity Building in the Field of Higher Education.
From 2010 to 2016, seven Tempus projects were successfully implemented at
the University (two of which were coordinated by our university). When Tempus
was replaced by the wider Erasmus+ programme by the end of 2015, our univer-
sity continued its work and so far it has received seven Erasmus+ projects sup-
ported under Key Action 2 - Capacity Building in the Field of Higher Education.

The University has made significant progress in scientific research
through participation in scientific research, organization of scientific con-
ferences, publishing journals and other scientific publications, and especially
through participation in national projects funded by the Government of the Re-
public of Serbia, with teachers and assistants involved in 68 different projects as
part of the project cycle since 2011

Since 1990, 37,216 students have graduated from the University, 642
students have obtained their master’s degree and 486 students have received
their doctorate.

Over the past 50 years, honorary doctorates have been awarded to: Josip
Broz Tito, President of the Socialist Federal Republic of Yugoslavia and Presi-
dent of the League of Communists of Yugoslavia (1975); Fahrudin Ali Ahmed,
President of the Republic of India (1975); Academician Dragisa lvanovic (1987);
and Nikita Mikhalkov, a Russian itlmmaker (2015).

This university has always attracted close public attention, political and
spiritual in particular. That is why it was often visited by presidents, ranging from
Josip Broz Tito, President of Yugoslavia (1971 and 1975), current President of the
Republic of Serbia Aleksandar Vuci¢ (2018), to church dignitaries, prime min-
isters, ministers, ambassadors, heads of international organizations, and distin-
guished artists.

THE UNIVERSITY TODAY

The University of Pristina - Kosovska Mitrovica is a state university,
attended by 9,314 students at all levels of study programmes (BA, MA, and
PhD). The University employs 690 teachers and teaching assistants, as well as
357 administrative and professional staff. The University functions within the
educational system of the Republic of Serbia and is a member of the Conference
of the University of Serbia.

The University of Pristina temporarily settled in Kosovska Mitrovica
is of paramount importance for the survival of the Serbian people in Kosovo
and Metohija, and this is its existential need. Many young people, who study
at this university, have chosen to live and work in Kosovo and Metohija. They
start family there and thanks to their knowledge and professional work they
directly contribute to the faster socio-economic development of this province
and the Serbian society in Kosovo and Metohija. Furthermore, on a daily basis,
the University directly contributes to the functioning of health and education
system, development of the economy and culture, local communities and self-
government.

Organisation and management of the University

The organisation of the University is regulated in accordance with
the Law on Higher Education of the Republic of Serbia and the Statute of the
University, as well as with other relevant normative acts. The governing body
of the University is the University Council, which consists of 19 members (six
representatives of the founder, 10 representatives of the faculties and three
representatives of the students). The Council is managed by the President of
the Council, who is elected from among the representatives of the faculties.
The University Council, at the proposal of the Senate, adopts the Statute of
the University, elects and dismisses the Rector, adopts the financial plan,
adopts the business report and the annual accounts of the University, etc. The
President of the University Council is Hadzi Milos Vidakovi¢, Full Professor, and
the members of the Council are as follows: Aleksandar Martinovi¢, PhD, Goran
Raki¢, Srdan Popovic, Milan Milisavljevi¢, Full Professor, lvan Todosijevié, Vinka
Radosavljevi¢, Aleksandra Kosti¢ Tmusi¢, Full Professor, Radomir Ivanovié, Full
Professor, Zoran Mili¢evi¢, Full Professor, Julijana Rasi¢, Full Professor, Bisa

The Rector manages the University. The Rector represents the
University, manages business activities of the University, and performs other
tasks coming within his/her legal competence. The Rector is responsible for the
legality of the work of the University. The Rector is assisted by Vice-Rectors and
the Secretary General of the University. The Rector of the University is Zdravko
Vitosevi¢, Full Professor, and Vice-Rectors are Jovan Bazi¢, Full professor,
Vladimir Boranijasevi¢, Full professor, Nemanja Bisevac, student vice-rector,
and Secretary General Renka S¢epanovi¢, PhD.

The competent bodies of the University are as follows: the Senate and the
Scholarly Council. The competent bodies decide on issues to do with the
teaching process, scientific, artistic and research work. The Senate consists
of the Rector, Vice-Rectors, Deans, and one full professor from each faculty
comprising the University. The Rector is the President of the Senate.

With the aim of carrying out the integrative functions of the University and
conducting a unified policy aimed at continuous improvement of teaching,
research and artistic work, innovation and providing support to students
in academic career development, the following institutions operate at the
University: Commission for Quality Assurance and Improvement, Security
Office and Quality Improvement, Ethics Committee, Centre for Multidisciplinary
Studies and Scientific Research; Career Development Centre and Alumni Club.

Study programmes

At the University, ten faculties and 92 study programmes are accredited,
39 of which are bachelor degree study programmes, 39 master’s degree study
programmes, and 14 PhD study programmes. Teaching, learning, and exams
in all study programmes are regularly conducted in accordance with defined
schedule.

Scientific research and artistic work

Today, the University implements many different activities in the field of
scientific research and artistic work, through participation in scientific research,
organization of scientific conferences, publishing journals and other scientific
publications and especially through participation in national projects funded by
the Government of the Republic of Serbia. In the current project cycle of the
Ministry of Education, Science and Technological Development of the Republic
of Serbia, 77 projects are being carried out at the University, 9 of which are

226 teachersandteachingassistantsofthe
University are engaged in these projects. Seven scientific journals are published
at the University, five of which are categorized in the Ministry of Education,
Science and Technological Development of the Republic of Serbia (M51, M52,
and M53). The faculties are organizers of numerous scientific conferences of
different categories and they publish books of proceedings and other scientific
publications. Scientific research conducted by teachers and assistants of the
University have achieved remarkable results at many scientific conferences in
the country and abroad, in scientific monographs, conference proceedings, etc.
Inadditionto scientific research, artistic work done at the University has also had
noticeable success, in particular at the Faculty of Arts. Many solo exhibitions,
concerts, master classes and lectures are held by teachers and students of the
University, and they are often attended by representatives of the media and the
general public. A large number of prominent artists and pedagogues from the
country and abroad were guests at the University.

International and Inter-university Cooperation

The main task of the Office is development, implementation
and improvement of the Internationalization Strategy of the University.
Internationalization of the educational process and scientific research is
the backbone of the University’'s development, which entails concluding
international agreements, finding opportunities for applying, implementing and
monitoring the implementation of international development and scientific
research projects, as well as international student mobility programs, teaching
and administrative staff mobility programs, organizing summer schools,
scientific research seminars and conferences, implementation of bilateral
projects and programs in cooperation with governmental and non-governmental
organizations, and support to faculties in cooperation with partner institutions.
In addition to the usual cooperation with universities and international
organizations dealing with higher education issues, the Office has developed
long-term cooperation with the European Union Office in Kosovo and Metohija,
the OSCE Mission to Kosovo and Metohija, UNMIK, the Council of Europe,
UNDP, embassies and diplomatic missions, cultural centres, international and
domestic non-governmental organizations, cultural and scientific envoys from
various countries of the world.

The University intensively establishes academic ties with universities
abroad, signing bilateral cooperation agreements, as well as actively participating
in international mobility projects and programs. Through signing bilateral
agreements, the University has established cooperation with 63 universities
from Austria, Belarus, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Great Britain, Greece,
Estonia, Iran, Italy, Latvia, Lithuania, Macedonia, Hungary, Germany, Poland,
Romania, the Russian Federation, Slovenia, Slovakia, Turkey, the Netherlands,
Montenegro, and Spain.

Erasmus+ program occupies a prominent place within the interuniversity
cooperation, considering the fact that it represents the most significant support

countries of the European Union. By cooperating with universities in the
European Union, Erasmus+ serves the role of promoting and supporting higher
education reforms in harmony with the principles of the Bologna Declaration.
The Office for International Cooperation is continuously working to raise
awareness of the importance of mobility of students, teaching and administrative
staff. The University is implementing six Erasmus+ student, teaching and non-
teaching staff mobility projects, with over 30 exchanges of students per year at
the universities of Lodz, Bratislava, Sivas, Maribor, Bialystok and Naples.

Since 2010, the University of Pristina has gained enviable experience in
the implementation of Tempus and Erasmus+ Key Action 2 projects - Capacity
Building in Higher Education. From 2010 to 2016, seven Tempus projects
were successfully implemented at the University (two coordinated by our
University). When Tempus was substituted by the wider Erasmus+ programme
at the end of 2015, our University continued its work and so far has been eligible
to participate in seven Erasmus+ Key Action 2 projects - Capacity Building in
the field of Higher Education. Three out of seven projects were coordinated
by our University. Three projects have been completed, so that a total of 4
Capacity Building Projects in the field of Higher Education are currently being
implemented at the University of Pristina.

Regarding the international bilateral cooperation, the University has the
most fruitful collaboration with universities from the Russian Federation, due
to the fact that it has signed agreements with 13 universities. This collaboration
is realized through participation in scientific conferences and publishing papers
in journals and other scientific publications, exchange of teachers and students,
participation in summer schools for learning the Russian language, youth
festivals etc. In that respect, the cooperation with the State Technological
University “V. G. Shukhov” from Belgorod is particularly effective.

One of the activities of the Office for International and Interuniversity
Cooperation is the recognition process of foreign higher education diplomas so
that foreign and national students, who have graduated from universities abroad
or completed one part of their education, can continue their education at our
university. Moreover, at the request of foreign higher education institutions and
the ENIC/NARIC centre, the Office carries out verification of higher education
documents submitted by graduates from our university, in order to continue
their education or gain employment.

Considerable efforts are being made on a daily basis in order to
overcome the challenges that our university is facing in Kosovo and Metohija.
Due to the precarious political situation, the involvement of the University in all
international projects and activities is limited. In addition, due to unrecognized
passports and restrictions on entry for citizens of certain countries, it is
impossible to continue a large part of international cooperation, especially the
mobility of students, as well as teaching and administrative staff.

Despite numerous hardships, the University is putting in a great
deal of effort to improve and expand international cooperation. To this end,
interdisciplinary and multidisciplinary study programmes in English are now
being prepared for accreditation, some of which will be taught through “distance
learning” system.

Centre for Multidisciplinary Studies and Scientific Research

This centre was established at the beginning of this year and represents an
organizational unit of the University and has no status of a legal entity. The main
activities of the Centre are as follows: connection of educational and research
potentials of the University and their multidisciplinary syntheses orientation;
organization of specialist, master's and doctoral studies; assistance in the
education of young scientists, encouraging and enabling their participation in
scientificresearch; organizing special forms of studies for knowledge innovation;
planning, selection and implementation of scientific tasks; organization and
carrying out of research projects of multidisciplinary character, which are
important for social, economic, technological and cultural development of the
society; participation in the implementation of joint projects with national and
foreign partners of the University and launching initiatives for the establishment
of bilateral and multilateral forms of cooperation; engaging the necessary staff
and other potentials of the University in the execution of the established
program of scientific research; organization of scientific conferences, seminars,
conferences, etc.

Career Development Centre

Career Development Centre started working in 2010. The centre helps
final year students, graduates and postgraduates to find ways and means of
professional development, as well as improving communication and other skills
and abilities necessary for future employment. Through interactive methods and
with the help of advanced technologies, the Centre provides counselling and
training services, as well as the opportunity to connect with potential employers
in order to gain work experience through volunteer and internship jobs.

Alumni Club

The University of Pristina with temporary head office in Kosovska
Mitrovica founded its Alumni Club commemorating the University’'s 50th
anniversary. This club aims at networking graduates, professors, teaching
assistants, and other interested parties, for the purpose of establishing and
nurturing connections and communication, as well as developing mutual
relations of cooperation. Joining the University Alumni Club is in progress.



Cooperation with the local community

Due to the delicate situation in which the University found itself after
havingbeenbanished from Pristinaand based in Kosovska Mitrovica,cooperation
with the local self-government and citizens of the municipalities of Kosovska
Mitrovica, Zvecan, Zubin Potok and Leposavi¢ was crucially important for the
continuation of University's work. Initially, this cooperation encompassed joint
efforts not only to provide basic conditions for the work of the University and
faculties at it, but also space for the accommodation of faculties and students,
and teaching facilities. With the joint effort, working conditions were improved
and the cooperation took more and more diverse forms and was increasingly
substantial. On the other hand, the representatives of the local self-government
were aware that the University is of vital importance for the education and
survival of the Serbian population in Kosovo and Metohija, especially young
people, so they selflessly advocated for its survival and development.

Today,the cooperationamongthe University, the local self-government,
and the Office for Kosovo and Metohija of the Government of the Republic
of Serbia, is ensured through coordination and joint work on the functioning
and strengthening of the institutions of the Republic of Serbia in Kosovo and
Metohija. This cooperation takes place every day on various issues, but in
essence it still comes down to providing conditions for the best possible work
of the University, in order to provide long-term professional staff necessary
for the functioning and development of the Serbian community in Kosovo and
Metohija. In addition, this cooperation encompasses joint projects aiming to
provide donations for the purchase of laboratory equipment, textbooks and
other teaching aids. Local self-governments often bankroll student mobility,
participate in funding student excursions, exhibitions, plays, concerts etc. On
the other hand, the University directly, by engaging competent and diverse
experts and providing various services, makes an invaluable contribution to
the functioning and development of education, health, local self-governments,
cultural, artistic and sports activities, as well as the overall socio-economic
development of the local community. Today, the most important issue of
cooperation between the local self-government and the University is the
construction of a new University building, which will permanently resolve the
issue of accommodation for four more faculties, the University Library and
the Rectorate. To this end, apart from the representatives of the local self-
government, the University receives considerable support from all relevant
bodies of the Republic of Serbia, ranging from the Office for Kosovo and
Metohija to the President of the Republic of Serbia. Realization of this project
will be the crowning feature of successful long-term cooperation between the
local self-government and the University, and at the same time a great turning
point in the quality work and development of the University and the Serbian
community in Kosovo and Metohija.

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The Faculty of Economics has been in existence since 1961 when, at the
proposal of the Executive Council of the National Assembly of the Republic
of Serbia, the Republic Council of the Serbian Parliament adopted the Law on
the Establishment of the Faculty of Law and Economics in Pristina (at a session
held on June 23,1961). In October 1961, it started working as part of University of
Belgrade.

The University Council of the University of Belgrade formed the Regis-
try Committee (chaired by Prof. Dimitrije Misi¢, Dean of the Faculty of Econom-
ics in Belgrade), which decided to announce vacancies for the election of first
teachers and teaching assistants for subjects in accordance with the curricula
from the statute of the Faculty of Law in Belgrade. Additionally, it announced
a competition for enrolment of students in the first semester of undergraduate
degree programs, elected the first teachers and teaching assistants of the Facul-
ty, constituted the faculty administration and the Faculty Council, and elected
Dean and Vice-Dean. Associate professor Jovica Patrnogi¢ had the honour of
being the first Dean of the Faculty of Economics, and Prof. Mark Krasnici, who
was also associate professor, was elected Vice-Dean.

At that time, a total of 549 students enrolled in the economics depart-
ment, 113 of whom were Albanians. There were 157 full-time students enrolled,
64 of whom were of Albanian nationality.

At the beginning of 1962, the first Departments were established. As part
of the Department of Economics of the Faculty, the Department of Business
Economics and the Department of Economics of Yugoslavia were established.
During the academic years 1962/1963, the Centre for Economic and Social Re-
search was established as part of the Department of Business Economics, whose
activity was focused on providing and hiring staff and securing financial resourc-
es for the implementation of programs and work plans. By the end of 1965, the
Centre was renamed the Institute for Socio-Economic Research, and Dragutin
Grupkovi¢, lecturer, was appointed its first director. Having employed more than
fifty associates, the Institute has conducted many research projects.

Until the academic years 1966/1967, lectures at the faculty were deliv-
ered in Serbian, and then lectures on certain subjects started being delivered in
Albanian, based on the decision of the Faculty Council of October 26,1966.

As of mid-February 1970, the Faculty was no longer part of the Univer-
sity of Belgrade, but was one of the four faculties of the newly established Uni-
versity of Pristina (Faculty of Philosophy, Faculty of Law, Faculty of Economics,
Faculty of Technical Sciences, and Faculty of Medicine).

The entire teaching process in the Albanian language began in the aca-
demic years 1970/1971 when, practically, classes in Serbian and Albanian at the
Faculty were taught simultaneously. In this regard, the governing bodies decid-
ed to engage an equal number of teachers and teaching assistants through the
establishment plan, who would teach in both languages, simultaneously and on
equal terms.



Departments of the Faculty (Department of Law and Economics)
developed very dynamically, and thus in the second half of 1970 preparations
began for the separation of the Departments of Law and Economics and
their growth into independent faculties. At the Faculty Council session held
on September 24, 1970, the Committee for the preparation of the process
of separation of departments and the formation of independent faculties
was formed, headed by Zarko Bulatovi¢, M.Sc. The statutory decision on the
division of the Faculty of Law and Economics in Pristina into the Faculty of Law
in Pristina and the Faculty of Economics in Pristina was made at the session of
the Faculty Council on January 15,1971, after a referendum held on January 6 of
the same year. In accordance with the above-mentioned decision, the Faculty
of Economics, as an independent higher education institution, started working
on October 1, 1971.

Having become independent, the Faculty gradually became self-
contained, as evidenced by the fact that in the academic years 1970/1971
only four teachers outside the University of Pristina were hired. This severely
affected classes taught in the Serbian language, all the more so as teachers and
assistants who taught classes in Albanian, which had long been considered
deficit, were rapidly recruited. Due to a dire shortage of qualified staff in Kosovo
and Metohija, teaching in the Serbian language mainly relied on engaged, part-
time teachers from other universities. The established criteria for student
admission at the level of the Province at one point reached a ratio of 4:1, i.e.
per one enrolled student in Serbian-language classes, there were four students
enrolled in Albanian-speaking classes.

From the very beginning of the independent work of the faculty, due to
the limited choice of graduates who would be engaged as teaching assistants
at the faculty and the mass emigration of highly professional staff, university
professors and teaching assistants, economic experts of all kinds, the pattern
of including Albanian teachers in Serbian-language classes was established.
Albanian teachers were thus given the opportunity and assigned an obvious duty
to carry out a systematic marginalization of Serbian-language classes until they
were finally eliminated. Under these extremely unfavourable circumstances,
tremendous efforts were made by a number of university employees to preserve
teaching in the Serbian language. The University of Belgrade, Nis, Kragujevac,
Novi Sad, and others, as well as many friends of the faculty, who duly recognized
the phenomena and processes that were taking place in Kosovo and Metohija,
provided invaluable help.

Following turbulent events, at the beginning of the last decade of
the last century, teaching at the faculty and its overall activity underwent
dynamic positive changes, where the priorities were as follows: the Faculty's
recurrence to its original mission and overcoming everything that hindered its
development. In a relatively short period of time, the faculty experienced a
complete revival which was conducive to its qualitatively, quantitatively, and
structurally optimum performance. The curriculum was radically changed in an
effortto follow moderntrendsineconomics inthe world, whose implementation
required hiring a large number of teachers and assistants who, in addition to
teaching, had ample opportunities for doing scientific research at the Institute
for Economic Research, which originated from previous scientific research
units of the faculty. Thanks to the increased number of enrolled students (in

some academic years, over 700 new students were enrolled), a firm professional
staff basis was formed for hiring a large number of excellent graduates, either
to work at the faculty or the Institute. High-quality international scientific
conferences were organized, publishing activity was intensified, inter-faculty
cooperation with related faculties in the country and abroad was ensured, and
quality support to the economy and social activities was provided. Postgraduate
studies were successfully organized, thanks to which an appropriate number of
Master’s and PhD theses were defended.

Bearing in mind that a parallel education system was established in
Kosovo and Metohija beginning with the academic years of 1991/1992, and in
order to overcome the tensions and problems, the Agreement on Education,
signed by Slobodan Milosevic, President of the FRY and Dr Ibrahim Rugova, was
concluded on September 1,1996. For the purpose of adhering to this agreement,
the group “3 + 3" was formed. On March 23,1998 in Pristina, in the presence of
members of the community “St. Edigio”, it signed and agreed upon the adopted
measures proposing that the facilities of the Faculty of Economics and Law, with
a total area of 12,836 square meters, be handed over for teaching in Albanian
during 1998. The Faculty of Economics was housed in a facility of about 3,000
square meters, which the Serbian Orthodox Church, The Eparchy of Raska and
Prizren, donated to the Ministry of Education of the Republic of Serbia for the
purpose of educating students. The space for teaching and professional services
was equipped for the smooth running of the faculty, and almost without major
difficulties, it resumed its successful activity.

The faculty suffered new, severe blows during and especially after the
NATO aggression on Serbia, that is, when the international mission in Kosovo
and Metohija was undertaken. During the NATO aggression, the faculty had
difficulty functioning properly. After the adoption of Resolution 1244 by the
UN Security Council and the arrival of the international civilian and military
mission in Kosovo and Metohija, instead of imposing order and enabling normal
and safe life for the population, unprecedented persecution ensued, with all the
characteristics of genocide.

Pristina, being a university centre, where there were 12 out of the then 14
faculties based,was aspecialtarget. The Faculty of Economics wasamongthe first
to come under fire. As a result of a murderous rampage of criminals, Dr Milenko
Lekovi¢, assistant professor and full-time employees Miodrag Mladenovi¢ and
Jovica Stamenkovi¢ were massacred in the building of the faculty on the night
between June 23 and 24, 1999. The faculty building was occupied, desecrated
and looted, students, professors and assistants were expelled. The equipment
was stolen from the Dean’s and administration office, teacher offices, IT,
Technology, and Foreign Languages office; the library with over 12,000 books
and journals was plundered, as well as the complete documentation of the
faculty, including files for 12,000 students and 112 employees, which are not
available to date. All the furniture of great value, with which offices, classrooms,
and teacher offices were equipped, was taken away.

As the situation in Kosovo and Metohija was deteriorating, and the new
academic year was approaching, the Minister of Education in the Government
of the Republic of Serbia, Dr Jovo Todorovi¢ decided in September 1999 to
form the Committee that would consider the spatial and technical conditions



of the organization of classes at the University and higher schools. Thus, by
the decision of the Minister of Education, the Faculty of Economics was to
continue working at the Palace of Culture and in the building of the Technical
School “Mladost” in Blace in the academic years 1999/2000.

At the beginning of the academic years 2002/2003, by the order of
the Government of the Republic of Serbia, the faculty was relocated to the
premises of Technical School in Zubin Potok. It was a new challenge for
students, management and staff at the faculty.

Atthe beginning of the academicyears 2006/2007, the new management
of the University and the Faculty of Economics, embarked upon revitalization
of the faculty.

The faculty was relocated from Zubin Potok to Kosovska Mitrovica,
and thus the conditions for more efficient work got far better, after which
the interest of candidates for enrolment increased, both in undergraduate
and postgraduate study programmes. The outflow of teaching staff to other
universities was reduced, and vacancies for new teachers and assistants arose.

After complying with legal and all other necessary conditions, the
Committee for Accreditation and Quality Assurance issued the Certificate
of Accreditation of the Faculty of Economics on August 28, 2009, and the
operating licence was issued by the competent authority of the Republic of
Serbia on December 22, 2010.

The Department of General Economics and Economic Development,
the Department of Finance, Banking and Insurance, the Department of Business
Economics, Management, Marketing and Entrepreneurship and the Department
of Accounting, Mathematics and Informatics started functioning at the faculty.

Scientific and research work was carried out through individual creative
efforts of teachers and assistants who wrote monographs, studies, master’s and
doctoral theses.

Economic research in the field of fundamental, developmental and
applied research, provision of consulting and advisory services, organization of
innovative activities and staff training were conducted within the Centre for
Scientific Research - NICEF.

Previously, the faculty participated in the development of projects in
the field of basic research funded by the Ministry of Education, Science and
Technological Development of the Government of the Republic of Serbia, as
well as international Tempus, Erasmus+ projects.

The rich bibliography of published scientific papers including
monographs, textbooks, studies, papersin journals and nationaland international
conference proceedings bear witness to the overall results of scientific research
work of teachers and assistants, their scientific and professional competence.

The publishing activity done through the Publishing Centre is of special
importance for the successful functioning of all important segments of the
faculty.

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The quality of the teaching-scientific and scientific-research process
implies that the achieved results in basic, applied and developmental research
are made available to the scientific and professional public. In that sense,
the faculty, within NICEF, has created realistic conditions for publishing and
presentation of new scientific findings. For the purpose of the smooth running
of the teaching-educational and scientific process, it publishes scientific and
technical textbooks under conditions favourable for students and authors.
There is a significant number of published textbooks, monographs, practicums,
collections of papers and collections of lectures authorized for use.

The total number of employees is 49, 27 of whom are teachers and
teaching assistants and 22 members of administrative staff at the faculty. Dr
Jagos Zelenovi¢, a retired full professor, works as professor emeritus at the
Faculty of Economics.

The number of students enrolled in undergraduate study programmes from the
academic years 2009/2010 until the academic years 2019/2020 totals 1,263, and
the number of students who graduated from 2009/2010 until 2019/2020 brings
the total to 647.

The number of students enrolled in master’s studies (according to previously
valid regulations) between 2009/2010 and 2019/2020 adds up to a total of 145,
130 of whom defended their master’s theses, and a total of 385 were enrolled in
master’s studies, 209 of whom defended their master’s theses during the time
specified.

The number of students enrolled in doctoral studies is 14 in total, and

the number of students who defended their doctoral dissertations between
2009/2010 and 2015/2016 is 40 in total.

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Certificate of accreditation of the Faculty of Medicine
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The Faculty of Medicine in Pristina was founded on June 17, 1969, with
the aim of improving the quality and healthcare of the population. The first
working day of the faculty was marked on December 4 of the same year, when
the first lectures were held on the premises of the Faculty of Philosophy in
Pristina.

The Faculty of Medicine was founded as an educational and scientific
organization of associated labour that educates highly professional staff,
organizes and implements scientific achievements and performs health
activities in accordance with high national and international standards. Since
November 7, 1973, it has expanded its activities in the field of healthcare by
merging the General Hospital in Pristina, and has been registered with the
District Commercial Court in Pristina as an organization of associated labour
with the limited joint and several liability and special social significance. In 1975,
the Department of Dentistry was opened within the Faculty of Medicine.

The Faculty has harmonized its work and organization with the legal
regulations of the Republic of Serbia, which regulate the functioning of higher
education, scientific research work and health services. After 30 successful
years of work and development, its teachers and assistants were befallen by the
calamity of war and very difficult moments which, acting as health workers and
patriots, they shared with their fellow countrymen. Employees at the faculty
and “KBC Pristina” were at their workplaces all the time during the bombing
of Serbia, providing help to everyone who needed it. Even after the war, they
stayed on the premises of the faculty and “KBC Pristina”, believing that nothing
bad would happen to the medical staff.

“Some new people wearing white uniforms appeared who, in their ap-
pearance on foreign TV stations, said that they were doctors, liberators and that
they would take over the hospital. There are a lot of new strangers in the hospital
corridors and around the hospital. The army wearing foreign uniforms. We did not
expect, let alone receive protection from foreign soldiers. We were expelled from
Pristina, fighting for our own lives at that very moment”.

“Jobs at the departments and clinics were taken by Albanian doctors. 2510
Serbs, Muslims, Gorani, Macedonians and Roma people were expelled from work.
So as to save their lives, the Serbian people were forced into the exodus from their
centuries-old homeland. Those who stayed became easy targets for unhinged peo-
ple. Among their victims was our great surgeon, teacher, friend, Dr Andrija Toma-
novic, manager of the Surgical Clinic, who was abducted on June 24, 1999 and yet
he remains unaccounted for. On that day, in one of the darkest and most brutal
ways in the history of modern civilization, all ethical principles underlying medicine
for decades and centuries were compromised. After the war in 1999, the Faculty
of Medicine in Pristina shared the fate of its people and had to be relocated from
Kosovo and Metohija. During September and October 1999, students took exams
in the Health centre in Prokuplje. By the decision of the Ministry of Education and
Science of the Republic of Serbia, the Faculty of Medicine was moved to Krusevac,
where lectures were held in the Health centre in Krusevac from November 1999 to
September 2002. Unfortunately, this was a period of time rife with misunderstand-
ing and resistance on the part of managers and individual employees of the Health
centre in Krusevac to the participation of the faculty's teachers and assistants in
health and educational work. However, all these migrations and harsh conditions
did not discourage or prevent us from professional development and scientific
work.”

On September 1, 2002, by the Decision of the Government of the
Republic of Serbia, the Faculty of Medicine was relocated to Kosovo and
Metohija and the northern part of Kosovska Mitrovica, where it is still based
today, was determined as its temporary seat. The financial assistance of the state
of Serbia, as well as the assistance of teachers from other faculties of medicine
in Serbia, has made an invaluable contribution to the faculty’s continuation of
work as an important medical, educational and scientific institution in this area.

As for teachers and assistants of the faculty, returning to Kosovo and
Metohija meant reaffirmation of commitment in their work with students in the
departments of health centre in Kosovska Mitrovica and patients in outpatient
clinics where the remaining Serbs lived. That period of time was hard, but all
difficulties were surmounted by work, perseverance and faith in the institutions
of the Republic of Serbia and the vision of survival and return.

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Theoretical and practical classes were initially conducted on the
premises of Health centre in Kosovska Mitrovica, as well as in the amphitheatre
of the Faculty of Technical Sciences, and then the Institute and Dean’s Office
were built in the vicinity of Health centre (now “KBC") in Kosovska Mitrovica.
Even today, 20 years after the expulsion, the faculty stands proudly before its
future generations of students and prospective doctors. The faculty’s teachers
and students, burdened by daily political events, have to rise to considerable
challenges, striving to constantly enhance the quality of teaching in accordance
with the Bologna process and modern principles of medical education. Good
organization, along with determined efforts, creativity and enthusiasm on the
part of students and teachers, as well as the support of relevant ministries of
the Republic of Serbia, enables the survival of the faculty as the most important
medical, educational, and scientific institution in Kosovo and Metohija, which is
recognized by national, regional and international organizations.

Study programmes include: integrated six-year Bachelor of Medicine
degree, upon completion of which 360 ECTS are acquired; integrated five-year
Bachelor of Dentistry degree, upon completion of which 300 ECTS are acquired;
four-year Bachelor of Health Care degree, upon completion of which 240 ECTS
are acquired; three-year doctoral studies, upon completion of which 180 ECTS
are acquired; health specialist degree (specialist degree in accordance with the
Law on Health Care).

In order to function and perform professional activities within its
competence, centres for scientific research, continuous medical education,
biostatistics and information technology, quality control and improvement
of teaching, biomedicine of free radicals, and preventive medicine have been
established.

Medical students
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As an organizational unit of the Faculty of Medicine, with no status of
a legal entity, there is also the Institute for the Protection of Student Health,
in which health activities are performed in accordance with the positive legal
regulations.

Inadditiontoteaching,teachersandassistants conductscientificresearch
with the aim of developing science, creativity, higher education, i.e. improving
the quality of teaching and enhancing the development of young researchers
and scientists. Furthermore, they take part in scientific research projects and
are also the authors of numerous papers published in prestigious journals or
presented at conferences in the country and abroad. From 2009 to 2019, 41
junior projects were accepted for implementation, and the implementation of
27 junior projects with a total of 235 researchers is in progress. In the previous
period of time, 8 projects were successfully completed.

For the purpose of doing high quality educational, scientific and
research activities, publishing activities are undertaken through the following
publications: textbooks for undergraduate and postgraduate degrees, auxiliary
textbooks, practicums, monographs, and manuscripts authorized for use,
selected chapters, task collections, atlases, journals and yearbooks. From 1999
to date, about 180 different publications have been issued for teaching purposes
in study programmes either independently, or in cooperation with other
institutions. The faculty has been registered as a publisher with the National
Library of Serbia for 30 years.

The Faculty of Medicine, together with the Association of Physicians
of Kosovo and Metohija, and the Serbian Medical Association, publishes the
scientific journal Praxis Medica. The journal has been coming out since 1970 and
since its inception it has become one of the most important scientific journals
of Medicine, not only in the Province Kosovo and Metohija, but also in the
then Yugoslavia. The importance and quality of the journal is evidenced by the
latest categorization of the journal of the Ministry of Education, Science and
Technological Development of the Republic of Serbia from 2018, where it ranks
18th out of a total of 48 medical journals of national importance. The magazine
is published four times a year, and the papers are written by leading experts from
all over Serbia.

Following the foundation of the faculty in Pristina, the Library was
established. In addition to scientific and expert literature, it has a large number
of books of fiction, copies of doctoral and master’s theses, as well as numerous
national and foreign journals in the field of medicine and related scientific
disciplines. Unfortunately, everything disappeared with the persecution of the
Serb population from Kosovo and Metohija, as it was destroyed by Albanian
extremists. Thanks to the enthusiasm of the employees and professors, and
with the help of donors, a new library was opened in 2005, which has a student
reading room apart from the section with textbooks. It currently holds over
3700 copies of monographs, more precisely 3778 and 370 (serial publications,
books of proceedings, and archives), as well as a large number of master’s theses
and doctoral dissertations, which are used for professional development and
scientific development of students.



In 2004, the Centre for Continuing Medical Education was established
for the purpose of acquiring new knowledge and skills and improving the
quality of health care. By the middle of 2019, a total of 94 trainings with 409
lecturers (professional meetings, seminars, courses, symposia, congresses)
were held, which were attended by nearly 7,000 doctors, dentists, pharmacists,
biochemists and nurses. As part of the celebration of 50th anniversary of the
Faculty of Medicine, the National Congress was held - the First Congress of
Physicians of Kosovo and Metohija with about 80 lecturers from the country
and the region and about 500 participants.

Having recognized the need for a modern approach in the education
of students of medicine, dentistry and health care in the field of various urgent
clinical conditions that are not often encountered in practice during their
studies, the faculty was among the first institutions in the region to establish
a Simulation Centre. In the Centre, there is a possibility of simulating CPCR,
urgent conditions in cardiology, heart rhythm disorders, and urgent conditions
in pulmonology, thoracic surgery and paediatrics. In cooperation with the
Faculty of Technical Sciences, we are developing special computer programs
adapted to the equipment for simulating various urgent clinical conditions, and
planning to procure new computer-generated phantoms and equipment.

The Institute for Student Health Protection officially started working in
2005 and represents the organizational part of the Faculty of Medicine, without
the status of a legal entity, and thus the largest number of doctors working at
the Polyclinic are professors and assistants of the Faculty of Medicine. The
purpose of the Institute is to provide health services to students of faculties
and colleges of the University of Pristina.

Since the exodus in 1999, 1278 students of Medicine, 455 students
of Dentistry and 156 students of healthcare graduated from the Faculty of
Medicine. Currently, 619 Medical students, 281 Dentistry students, and 125
students of healthcare are studying at the faculty. 256 doctors of medicine and
dentistry were enrolled in doctoral studies, and 167 doctoral dissertations were
defended. The popularity of the faculty is also evidenced by the fact that a
great number of students come from the entire territory of Serbia, as well as
from abroad.

Inadditiontoundergraduate, graduate and integrated study programmes,
the Faculty offers postgraduate, doctoral and healthcare specialist study
programmes. There are currently 208 PhD students holding a DMSc degree
and 48 PhD students holding a DMD.

Over the last twenty years, 140 postgraduates of medicine and 27
postgraduates of dentistry have earned their DMSc degrees. Health specialist
degree program is attended by 68 DMSc and 80 DMD. So far, 252 DMSc and
103 DMD have qualified as specialists.

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The Faculty of Agriculture in Pristina was founded in 1974. The
establishment of this higher scientific and educational institution arose from the
aspiration for more intensive agricultural production in Kosovo and Metohija.

The Faculty of Agriculture, after Higher Agricultural School in Pristina
ceased functioning upon its establishment, inherited very modest premises and
equipment for conducting educational and scientific research.

In order to strengthen professional and material potentials, the faculty
was associated with the Biotechnical Institute in Pe¢ and as a newly created
institution it consisted of 5 basic organizations:

-Institute for Plant Production in Pe¢,

-Institute for Animal Husbandry and Veterinary Medicine in Pristina,
-Institute for Economics and Development in Kosovo Polje,
-Agricultural nursery in Pec,

-Working community of joint services in Pristina.

This association ensured the unity of teaching, science and transfer of
scientific knowledge into commercial agricultural production.

Although the interest in degree programs has been growing since the
first year of enrolment (1974), the number of enrolled students in classes in the
Serbian language has been decreasing from year to year by reason of the national
key policy. Thus, the national key from 1984 was 1:4 in favour of teaching in the
Albanian language up until the introduction of temporary measures.

The year 1991 was important for the work of the faculty, when temporary
measures were introduced at the University. The national keys were revoked,
and teaching in the Serbian language became equal to teaching in the Albanian
language. The new establishment plan was devised, which enabled the
improvement of teaching and scientific activities at the faculty. A large number
of eminent teachers and teaching assistants were hired. Due to such a staff policy
and the changes that occurred at that time, the faculty managed to survive even
after the persecution from Pristina.

By the decision of the Government of the Republic of Serbia, the Faculty
of Agriculture temporarily pursued its activities in Krusevac from October 10,
1999. In October 2001, the Government of the Republic of Serbia designated the
city of Kosovska Mitrovica as its temporary seat. However, the faculty continued
its work in LeSak from October 1, 2002. From October 1, 2006 to September 31,
2010 the faculty pursued its activities simultaneously in Zubin Potok and Lesak.

By the decision of the Government of Serbia and on the basis of a
decision of the Council of the Faculty of Agriculture in Pristina, department in
Laplje Selo started to work on October 10, 2014.

Constant challenges, both in terms of accommodation capacity and lack
of material resources necessary for a normal teaching and research process,
required considerable efforts on the part of the management and employees
in order to maintain the regularity of teaching process. Intensive work put in



on preparing the space for teaching created the conditions for an adequate
teaching and scientific process.

The Faculty of Agriculture has consolidated itself and regained the
reputation it once enjoyed in Pristina.

Today, students of this faculty have the opportunity to practise on
the premises and the estate of the School of Agriculture in Lesak. Classes and
laboratory exercises are performed in two buildings in Lesak (3054 m2) and in
a building in Laplje Selo (547 m2). Crucial steps are being taken to modernize
teaching process, and procure equipment for laboratories.

The Faculty offers 5 accredited study programmes:

BA - Animal Husbandry;

BA - Plant Production with the following modules: Crop and Vegetable
Farming, Fruit and Viticulture, Plant Protection;

MA - Animal Husbandry;

MA - Crop Production with the following modules: crop production,

Cultivation of vegetable plants, Genetics and selection, Plant protection,
Pomology, Ampelology;

PhD - Agronomy with the following modules: Crop and Vegetable
Farming, Animal Husbandry.

Regional and international cooperation through work on joint projects,
exchange of teachers, teachingassistants and students, participation in scientific
and professional conferences abroad and other forms of interuniversity
collaboration, provides support to the improvement of the quality of teaching
and research at the faculty.

Activities aimed at promoting international cooperation include the
organization of short study visits of our teachers and teaching assistants to
scientific research institutions abroad.

Academic cooperation in the Republic of Serbia and international
cooperation will include the continuation and deepening of cooperation with
the faculties of agriculture of the University of Belgrade, Novi Sad, Banja Luka,
the Faculty of Agronomy of the University of Kragujevac, the Biotechnical
Faculty of the University of Podgorica, the Faculty of Agriculture of the
University “Kirilo and Metodije” in Skopje, the Faculty of Veterinary Medicine
of the University of Belgrade, Institute of Agricultural Economics Belgrade,
Institute of Fruit Growing Cacak, Institute of Fodder Plants Krugevac.

In cooperation with the University of Pristina with temporary head office
in Kosovska Mitrovica, the Faculty of Agriculture will continue to deepen
its cooperation with the Russian State Economic Academy G. V. Plekhanov,
Moscow State Medical Academy I. M. Sechenov, State Institute of the Russian
Language. A. S. Pushkin, M. V. Lomonosov Moscow State University, Tyumen
State University.

Improvement of the existing degree programs, broadening international
cooperation with related higher education institutions in the region, Europe
and the world, improvement of conditions for more successful and better
organization of teaching process will continue to be effected through work on
development and implementation of accredited standards regarding quality
control of self-evaluation and external evaluation of the faculty and degree
programs.

Aregular evaluation of teaching process and curricula will be carried out,
as well as an evaluation of scientific research activities at the faculty. Activities
with regard to quality assurance and control will be focused on the evaluation
of all segments important for quality control: degree programs, teaching
processes, teaching staff, scientific research, assessment of students’ progress
and knowledge, textbooks and literature, library, information resources, space
and equipment, non-teaching staff, management process, financing.

All subjects of quality assurance and continuous quality improvement will be
involved in quality control activities: the Faculty Council, the Teaching and
Scientific Council of the Faculty, students, teachers, teaching assistants and
administrative staff.

The publishing activity of the faculty and broadening cooperation with
leading publishers as well as the creation of conditions for the formation of a
library and information centre are an important part of the general framework
conducive to the development of the academic and research core of the faculty.
In accordance with the Regulation on Publishing, a number of publications are
expected to be issued.

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The Republican Council of the National Assembly of the People’s
Republic of Serbia adopted the Law on the Establishment of the Faculty of Law
and Economics in Pristina at the session held on June 23, 1961.

The initiative for the establishment of the Faculty of Law and Economics
came from the People’'s Committee of the Municipality of Pristina. After the
competent bodies of the Peopless Committee of APKM considered and
complied with the request for the establishment of the Faculty of Law and
Economics, the Executive Council of APKM considered the issue of establishing
the faculty at its sessions on May 9 and 22, 1961. At that time, it was stated that
the People’'s Committees, institutions and economic organizations in APKM
need highly qualified lawyers and economists, and accordingly the Executive
Council of APKM put forward a proposal to the Executive Council of the
National Assembly of the National Republic of Serbia to take measures related
to passing the Act on establishing the Faculty of Law and Economics. The same
request was submitted to the Council of the University of Belgrade.

The Faculty of Law and Economics started working in October 1961.
Originally part of the University of Belgrade, the Faculty became part of the
University of Pristina in 1969 after its establishment. In 1971, it was divided into
two independent faculties: Law and Economics.

Until the academic years 1966/1967, classes were conducted only
in Serbian, and after that classes in certain subjects were also conducted in
Albanian. At the same time, classes in Serbian and Albanian were taught from
the academic years 1970/1971 to 1991/1992, and since then only in Serbian.

The Faculty was based in Pristina from its establishment until June 1999.

After the war in 1999, by Government of Serbia Decree from September
1999, the faculty conducted classes in 1999/2000 and 2000/2001 on the
premises of Higher Technical School in Vranje, and by Government of Serbia
Decree from the end of 2001, the building of Technical School in Kosovska
Mitrovica was designated as a temporary seat of the faculty.

The Faculty of Law, having the status of a legal entity within the University
of Pristina, is an accredited higher education institution that has a work permit,
which was first issued by the Ministry of Education of the Republic of Serbia on
December 22, 2010. It was re-accredited by the Certificate of Accreditation of a
Higher Education Institution dated September 26, 2014, and today it functions
in accordance with this act.

The following degree programs were re-accredited by the certificate of
accreditation of study programmes:

- The Bachelor of Laws Degree LLB4 - LAW (150 students) July 7,2014. This
study programme was supplemented by the decision of the Senate of the
University of Pristina on April 25,2019

- The Master of Laws Degree LLMT - LAW (50 students) September 26,
2014



- PhD study programme - LAW (two students) October 31,2014

The faculty has also been re-accredited for conducting scientific
research work on March 28, 2017.

After the amendment to the Certificate of Accreditation of the LLB4-
LAW study programme on February 6, 2015, a Higher Education Unit outside
the seat of the institution was established without the status of a legal entity
- Vranje.

By Teaching and Scientific Council Decision, the following departments
were established as special teaching and scientific units: Department of
Theoretical Law, Historical Law and Sociology, Department of Criminal
Law, Department of Civil Law, Department of Legal and Economic Sciences,
Department of Public Law and Department of International Law. The scientific-
research organizational unit consists of the Centre for Scientific Research and
Publishing, the Library and the Information Centre.

Special organizational units of the faculty comprise the Quality Unit
and the Legal Clinic, where students have the opportunity to acquire practical
legal knowledge and skills.

Today, over 1,000 students study at the faculty at all levels of degree
programs, and this number includes the four-year LLB degree implemented in
accordance with the 2005 Curriculum, and the current Law on Higher Education.

Atotal of 34 teachersandteachingassistants teach courses at the faculty,
6 demonstrators who assist teachers with giving classes, as well as 4 part-time
teachers. After the Faculty’s establishment plan, a total of 21 employee works
in the Administrative and Technical Services Department. The faculty offers
Master of Legal Studies program and doctoral studies in law.

The faculty offers Master of Laws Degree LLLM and Doctoral studies in
Law.

Teachers and teaching assistants participate both in independent
scientific research projects carried out by the faculty, which are financed by
the Ministry of Education, Science and Technological Development of the
Republic of Serbia, and international scientific research projects. They publish
the findings of their research in renowned international and national journals
and present them at scientific conferences in the country and abroad.

An independent scientific research project “Legal Aspects of
Contemporary Social Developments in the Republic of Serbia” covering the
time period between 2019 and 2021 is currently being carried out. Previously,
two independent projects were completed: “Legislation of the Republic of
Serbia - State, Goals and further Development” (2013-2015), and “Principles of
Good Governance: the Principle of Legal Security and the Principle of Justice”
(2016-2018). The findings of scientific research were presented at the annual
thematic scientific conferences organized at the end of December each year and
were published in special thematic Books of Proceedings, whose publishing is
funded by the Ministry of Education, Science and Technological Development
of Serbia.

A number of teachers and teaching assistants are also participants
in scientific projects funded by the Ministry of Education, Science and
Technological Development of the Republic of Serbia. Two projects were
completed within the program activity “Development of Higher Education”,
namely: “Public Administration” and “Cybercrime”.

The Faculty of Law has organized numerous scientific conferences.
On November 28, 2019, it hosted the scientific conference “800 Years of
Autocephaly of the Serbian Orthodox Church”, where, on behalf of the
Archbishop of Pe¢, the Metropolitan of Belgrade and Karlovac and Patriarch of
Serbia Irinej, the participants were greeted by Most Reverend Bishop of Raska-
Prizren and Kosovo-Metohija - Teodosije.

The following international scientific conferences that have been
organized are of paramount importance: “Law as a Function of Society
Development” (May 24, 2019), “Universal and individual in Law” (May 18, 2018),
“National and International Law - Current Issues and Topics”, (May 26, 2017),
“Human Rights between Ideals and Challenges of Reality” (June 23,2016), “Legal
System and Protection against Discrimination”, (June 23, 2015).

The Collection of Papers, which has been published since the
establishment of the Faculty of Law, presents papers whose authors are teachers
and teaching assistants, as well as scientists from other higher education
institutions in the country and abroad. The Collection of Papers has been
coming out continuously since 2010. Furthermore, the regular annual Collection
of Papers of the Faculty of Law has been on the List of categorized scientific
journals of the Ministry of Education, Science and Technological Development
of the Republic of Serbia since 2017. At the proposal of the Faculty of Law of the
University of Banja Luka, the Teaching and Scientific Council of the Faculty of
Law of the University of Pristina made a decision on co-publishing the scientific
journal “Serbian Legal Thought”.

Numerous agreements with representatives of the administration of
justice, state bodies and local self-government have been concluded for the
purpose of practical training of students. Thanks to that, students, among other
things, have had the opportunity to attend numerous trials and court sessions
with their professors. With the consent of the Directorate for the Execution
of Criminal Sanctions of the Ministry of Justice of the Republic of Serbia, the
faculty has been providing students with the opportunity to get acquainted with
the functioning of penitentiary institutions in Serbia for many years. In this way,
not only do they enrich their theoretical knowledge but also gain an insight into
the practical functioning of the administration of justice.

In order to enable students to acquire practical knowledge and skills,
the faculty, in cooperation with the OSCE, has been implementing the program
of the Legal Clinic since 2017/2018, within which more than 15 workshops
dedicated to solving specific legal problems have been organized. In this regard,
students’ participation in the Training Program for Legal Clinics organized by
the University of Brescia, from March 7-10, 2017, is of outstanding importance.

Our students keep in touch with their fellow students from other law
schools in the country and the region. In that regard, they are implementing
joint activities such as participation in the traditional regional meetings of the



Student Conference of Law Faculties, Pravnijada, as well as numerous charity
campaigns. In addition, they regularly participate in sports events which are part
of the Students’ Day of the University of Pristina with temporary head office
in Kosovska Mitrovica. This year, our students for the first time initiated and
implemented the University Sports League project in cooperation with other
fellow students at the University. The league includes competitions in futsal
and basketball.

The Faculty of Law was established with the aim of improving the
legal profession and legal science. Its head office in the fateful area of Kosovo
and Metohija carries important weight, so it strives to make its scientific and
professional capacities available to our people in Kosovo and Metohija, and
the Republic of Serbia so as to protect and promote their endangered rights.
With this aim in view, it offers significant legal and professional capacities and
educates the necessary staff. That is why the focus of the faculty’s vision is the
need to develop the highest quality study programs, teaching process, scientific
research and professional work, which means organizing important national and
international scientific conferences in an effort to keep their topics relevant
and crucial relating to issues that are the centre of attention in the society, and
especially in Kosovo and Metohija. This is one of the important ways to try to
respond to current issues and attract the attention of those crucial contributors
who are able to resolve these issues.

Lectures at all levels of study programs are marked by professors’ efforts
to connect theoretical and practical knowledge and experience as much as
possible. It is a fundamental need whose fulfilment can only bear the necessary
fruit.

The Faculty of Law strives to become a modern European Faculty of
Law, to have its own recognizable character, and to be neck-and-neck in terms
of quality with prominent faculties in the country and the region.

Many former students of the Faculty of Law have made a significant
contributionto science, justice, culture, politics,among whom are Full Professor
Miladin Kosti¢, Rector of the State University of Novi Pazar, Full Professor

The establishment of the Faculty of Natural and Mathematical Sciences
is related to the establishment of the Faculty of Philosophy in Pristina, within
which the Department of Biology, the Department of Chemistry, the Department
of Physics and the Department of Mathematics began to work in in 1960/1961,
while the Department of Geography started to work in 1971/1972. The youngest
Department - Information Technology was established in the academic years
2002/2003 in Kosovska Mitrovica.

In 1971/1972 the departments of natural and mathematical sciences
were separated from the Faculty of Philosophy, and thus the Faculty of Natural
and Mathematical Sciences was founded. That academic year, a total of 1661
students were enrolled (1108 in Albanian language classes and 553 in Serbian
language classes).

Today, the Faculty of Natural and Mathematical Sciences is an accredited
higher education institution that successfully educates experts in the field of
natural sciences, mathematics and information technology. So far it has made an
invaluable contribution not only to the development of Kosovo and Metohija,
but also the Republic of Serbia as a whole.

It has been located in the building of the Technical School “Mihajlo
Petrovi¢-Alas”, since the academic years 2002/2003.

The complex system of activities implies the functional connection
of all organizational units, the scope of their functions and responsibility for
performing tasks that are of crucial importance for the work of the faculty.

The faculty employs 100 people in total, 73 teachers and teaching
assistants, 51 of whom are teachers, 16 of whom are teaching assistants, and 6
of whom are professional associates, as well as 27 employees from the non-




teaching unit.

In the academic years 2019/2020, a total of 554 students have enrolled
on Bachelor’s level courses, 137 students have signed up for master’s level
courses, and 9 students are enrolled in doctoral studies.

In accordance with specific branches of science, lectures are delivered
through departments (biology, physics, chemistry, mathematics, geography,
information technology). In all departments, Bachelor's degree programs last
four years or eight semesters carrying 240 ECTS.

The Department of Chemistry and the Department of Biology also offer three-
year doctoral degrees.

The Department of Chemistry offers two modules at this level of studies:
Analytical and Organic Chemistry.

Master’s degree programs last one year or two semesters.

Two modules are accredited at the Department of Geography for master’s
degree programs: General Geography and Tourism.

Curricula have been reformed so that lessons in most subjects are
provided in the course of one semester, which greatly facilitates and at the same
time enhances the efficiency of studying. The emphasis is placed on practical
work, working in small groups and term papers that are written during the year,
which is helpful to students and makes it easier for them to take exams.

Orientation towards study programs harmonized with the trends of
science creates conditions for efficient studying and high competencies of
established experts.

Practical lessons in the field of physics, chemistry and biology are
taught in specially equipped laboratories.

Laboratories for ecology and systematics, plant physiology, animal
physiology, biochemistry and genetics are part of the Department of Biology.

Laboratories for computer science and electronics, electromagnetism
and optics, and laboratory for general physics are part of the Department of
Physics, and laboratory for inorganic, organic and analytical chemistry are run at
the Department of Chemistry.

Laboratories for computer science and information technology are
equipped with the cutting edge generation of computers, and the Internet
access, where students of mathematics, information technology, chemistry,
biology, physics and geography acquire and improve their knowledge.

As part of regular lectures delivered at the departments of geography
and biology, field lectures are held where students are familiarized with the
representative sites and methods of field research related to specific subjects
in study programs.

The library with a reading room, a large number of professional books
and journals, defended doctoral dissertations, master’'s theses and diploma
theses covering all fields of natural, mathematical and information technology
sciences, contributes to a higher quality of teaching and successful scientific
research.

As for the publishing activity, over 100 textbooks, auxiliary textbooks
and monographs have been published, whose authors are professors and
teaching assistants of the faculty. Representative editions of books, journals
and reference textbooks are continuously procured for all study programs.

Simultaneously, the faculty is working on the development of IT
equipment and the development of interlibrary cooperation and cooperation
with libraries in the city. The faculty has I'T resources organized in a way tailored
to its needs.

Professors and teaching assistants of the faculty, who are active in
scientific research projects funded by the Ministry of Education, Science and
Technological Development of the Republic of Serbia, publish the findings of
their research in international and national journals.




Staff of the Faculty of Natural and Mathematical Sciences

In the project cycle covering the period from 2011 to 2019, 18 scientific
research projects were completed, in which 35 researchers participated.

A total of 218 papers, 12 papers of which fall into category M21a and
48 papers belong to category M2, were published between 2015 and 2019 in
journals on the SCI list. The number of hetero-citations for papers published
in the five-year period is 482. Based on data on the number of papers and
citations, as well as the production of papers per researcher, the Faculty of
Natural and Mathematical Sciences of the University of Pristina is comparable
to the Faculties of Natural and Mathematical Sciences in the Republic of Serbia
and plays one of the leading roles at the University of Pristina.

Starting from the academic years 2017/2018, students, teaching and
non-teaching staff of the faculty regularly participate in Erasmus+ mobility
programs.

The participation of teachers in bilateral international projects with the
People’'s Republic of China during 2018 and 2019 is also significant.

The Faculty successfully cooperates with all universities and a large
number of scientific institutions in the country and abroad, endorsing positive
trends of the global system of education and research in the fields of science.

The Serbian Academy of Sciences and Arts awarded the Faculty of Natural and
Mathematical Sciences the golden plague “Jovan Cviji¢” for its contribution to
the development of Geography.

Since its establishment in the academic years 1970/1971, the Faculty of
Natural and Mathematical Sciences has been firmly committed to achieving
its mission based on the findings of scientific research and their application in
practice.

In the course of 50 years of work, the Faculty has developed study
programmes that educate students for professional occupations for which
there is a perceived need in society, and as such represents the driving force
of societal development. Therefore, a well-organized institution with young
and promising scientific and professional staff working in an adequate, well-
equipped space, with accredited study programmes at all levels possessing all
characteristics of modern education and scientific research in the education
system of the Republic of Serbia, is what this faculty strives towards.

In his opening address to the first generation of students on October
11, 1993, the Dean of the Teacher Education Faculty in Prizren marked the
foundation of one of the youngest schools within the University of Pristina,
after the Assembly of the Republic of Serbia adopted the Law on teacher
education by which the teacher training colleges gained the status of academic
institutions.

Although it was officially established in 1993, the Teacher Education
Faculty has a rich and varied historical background. It continued the educational
tradition of the Serbian Orthodox Seminary of Prizren which was established in
1871—courtesy of the Serbian benefactor, Sima Andrejevi¢—with Sava Decanac
as its first principal. After the name change in 1889-1990, the graduated were
both clergy and teachers. In 1921-1922, the school was divided into the seminary
which remained in Prizren and the teacher’s school which was established in
Skopje. After the WWII, in October 1948, the Teachers School from Pristina,
which was founded on September 4, 1945 by a decree of the Regional Public
Committee, moved to Prizren. After the 1962 school reform, it becomes a
vocational school named Pedagogical Academy. The two study programmes,
Serbo-Croatian Language and Literature and Albanian Language and Literature,
mark the beginning of the Pedagogical College in Prizren which soon gained its
autonomy and expanded its offer to six study programmes.

This autonomous educational institution was officially constituted on
December 7,1962 by the NO AKKMO Mandate and started working on February
16, 1963 by the decision of the AKKMO Council for Education and Culture on
January 31, 1963. It was also the time when the Department of lower primary
education was formed. As already mentioned, in 1993, the College is then
reformed into the Teacher Education Faculty, the institution which continued to
educate teachers in Kosovo and Metohija till 1999 when the Serbian people and
institutions were exiled from Prizren. Since then, the Faculty was first moved to
Zvecan, and then finally settled in Leposavi¢ where it was situated in an office
building insufficient for their needs. However, the teaching and administrative
staff fought to continue their sacred mission.

The Dean at the time, prof. Radivoje Kuli¢ put in the effort to procure
a newly built and fully functional building which is still the residence of the
Faculty.

Teacher Education Faculty is an independent higher education
institution with the status of legal entity, part of the University of Pristina
temporarily settled in Kosovska Mitrovica. It is an accredited institution—
Certificate of Accreditation from January 23, 2015—with the licence issued by
The Ministry of Education of the Republic of Serbia on December 22, 2010.



Teacher Education Faculty is a certified scientific and research
institution, accredited by Accreditation Committee of the Ministry of Education,
Science and Technological Development on July 12, 2018. The following study
programmes were re-accredited:

- BAin Lower Elementary Education (100 students) on January 23, 2015;

- BAin Pre-school Education (50 students) on January 23, 2015.

- MAin Lower Elementary Education (50 students) on January 23, 2015;

- MA in Pre-school Education (15 students) on December 7, 2012,
currently under reaccreditation.

- PhD in Methodology of Teaching (5 students) on February 9, 2018.

By the decision of the Teaching and Scholarly Council, the following
departments as separate teaching and scientific units were formed: Department
of Languages and Literature, Department of Natural Sciences and Mathematics,
Department of Pedagogy and Psychology, Department of Social Sciences, and
Department of Methodology of Teaching.

The organisational unit for scientific and research work is comprised of
the library and the Centre for Research and Projects.

Currently, there are 473 enrolled students in all three levels, including
the students of a four-year study programme of law which is delivered according
to the 2005 curriculum in agreement with the Law on Higher Education.

The teaching staff is comprised of 26 lecturers, 11 student tutors
in BA level, 10 lecturers affiliated to other universities. We also employ 15
administrators.

At the moment, the courses are being delivered in MA studies of Lower
Elementary Education and PhD studies of Methodology of Teaching. MA of
Pre-school Education is currently undergoing the reaccreditation process.

The Teacher education Faculty has organized three international
academic conferences: Science and Teaching in Space and Time in 2015,
Innovation in Upbringing and Education: Digitalisation, Innovative Curricula
and Models in 2017, and Innovation in Upbringing and Education in 2019.
Conference proceedings and books of abstracts were published. The books of
abstracts were categorized as M64, the 2015 proceedings as M63, while the
2017 and 2019 publications were categorized as M45.

The books of abstracts and conference proceedings were promoted
during the Belgrade Book Fair on the stand of the Office for Kosovo and
Metohija of the Serbian Government. The Book Fair is also the opportunity to
promote course books and monographs written by our lecturers and published
by the Faculty.

In 2016, Teacher Education Faculty formed the Centre for Research
and Projects whose first manager was prof. Zivorad Milenovi¢. During the next
three years, under his management, the Center initiated the internal macro
project Innovation in Upbringing and Education under the coordination by prof.
Zivorad Milenovi¢. The project activities were delivered in two sub-projects:
Digitalization—run by prof. Sinisa Mini¢ with the project members: prof. Alija
Mandak, prof.

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The Faculty of Arts in Pristina was founded in 1973 as the Academy of
Fine Arts based on the law of the SAP Kosovo and by the Council Decision of
the University of Pristina.

The foundation of the Academy of Fine Arts was a logical next step in
the setting of the art scene in Kosovo and Metohija with the idea of providing
quality education for painters, sculptors, and graphic artists and designers,
making Pristina the fourth city in Yugoslavia—after Belgrade, Zagreb, and
Ljubljana—to have a fine art academy. The core of the teaching staff came from
the Art Department of the College of Pedagogy in Pristina, while there was a
number of visiting lecturers from the Academy of Fine Arts and the Academy of
Applied Arts in Belgrade.

With the growing need for the educated personnel in the field of music
pedagogy, Music Department was founded in 1975, when the Academy also
changed its name to the Academy of Arts. Again, the core teaching staff came
from the College of Pedagogy. A great number of lecturers from other related
institutions in former Yugoslavia were involved.

In 1986, the Academy changes its name to the Faculty of Arts, but its
final scope was achieved in 1989 when the Drama Department was founded with
great help and support of the Faculty of Dramatic Arts in Belgrade. A group of
their lecturers who started working here laid the foundation for this department.

Our development was stifled in June of 1999 when the University
of Pristina was exiled from Kosovo and Metohija. It was a trying time for our
Faculty. The Faculty first moved to Leposavié, then Raska and Varvarin. In the
fall of 2001, when the University of Pristina moved to Kosovska Mitrovica by
the Decision of the Serbian Government, the Faculty settled in Zvecan. Our
premises continue to be the greatest challenge.

Despite the trials and tribulations, the enthusiasm of our teaching staff
and our students contributed to the uninterrupted teaching process in all three
departments: the Department of Fine Arts, the Music Department, and the
Drama Department.

Our organisational units are: painting, sculpture, graphic arts, graphic
design, orchestral instruments and chamber music, piano and conducting,
music theory, acting, and science of art. We also provide our students with the
laboratory, workshop floor, the gallery, the concert arena, and the library.

The Faculty of Arts in Pristina temporarily settled in Zvecan is dedicated
to higher education reforms, keeping up with the trends of the modern educa-
tional principles of the European educational system. We offer accredited BA
and MA study programmes in: Painting, Sculpture, Graphic Arts, Graphic Design,
Acting, Music Pedagogy, Performing Arts: Piano, String Instruments (Violin, Vio-
la, Cello), Wind Instruments (Flute, Clarinet, Trumpet)



The Faculty of Arts operates within the scope of the legal regulations
of the Republic of Serbia. Our mission comprises of high quality education,
creating and performing art, scientific research, expert consultancy, and
publishing.

Since our beginning as the Academy of Fine Arts to today, more than
1300 students graduated. In the period of 2000 to 2010, 51 students eraned
their MA in Fine Arts and 17 students earned their MA in Music Arts. In the last
ten years, we awarded 53 MAs in Fine Arts, 26 in Music Arts, and 23 in Dramatic
Arts.

The expertise of our teaching staff reflects in their active participation
in national and international artistic and scientific arena through individual
and collective curated exhibitions, public performances as part of the regular
repertoire in theatres, cinemas, and television, public performances in music,
theatre, television, and film festivals, solo performances with symphony or
chamber orchestra, music recitals, national and international master classes,
international art competitions, published professional and scientific works,
national and international awards and rewards won for their artistic and
pedagogical work.

Furthermore, their contribution to art and science reflects in their
participation in art and research projects in the field of contemporary visual art,
dramatic arts, and music funded by the Ministry of Culture and Information and
the Ministry of Education, Science and Technological Development.

Our teaching staff promote the Faculty through their participation in
national and international academic conferences and publishing their research
papers in scientific journals. In addition, the Faculty brand is further established
through our academic conference Traditional and Contemporary in Arts and
Education, which was held twice since 2016. On both occasion the Faculty
published the conference proceedings.

The publishing activities of the Faculty include course literature,
monographic studies, manuals, and similar materials authored by our lecturers.
Research and artistic results further inform and improve the teaching process.

The continuing professional development of the teaching stuff is a
part of our core mission. We organize study visits, specialised trainings, and
participation in academic conferences. Many of our lecturers gave lectures by
invitation or through the Erasmus+ programme at the following universities:
Academy of Fine Arts and Design in Bratislava, Slovakia; Accademia delle
Belle Arti di Napoli, Italy; University of Arts and Culture, Belgorod, Russian
Federation; Academy of Music in Krakow, Poland.
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With the view of extending the scope of international cooperation, we
initiated and coordinated several artistic projects.

We place great importance to our standing within the community. There-
fore, we participate in events such as Long Night of Museums, Music Day, and
Dance Day by organising a cultural programme in the Faculty Gallery.

Since our foundation, the students and their teachers in all three depart-
ments took part in numerous national and international festival, competitions in
oratory and poetry reading, music events, exhibitions, etc.

Part of our strategic planning is continual improvement of our study pro-
grammes and academic offer. We plan to submit new, innovative, and modern
study programmes for accreditation. Moreover, we are currently working on the
PhD studies of art partially delivered online.

Due to the specific requirements in our field, such as work in studios and
spaces that simulate a stage or a concert arena, the Faculty of Arts has invest-
ed great efforts in ensuring the adequate facilities for our students. Our former
dean, Zoran Furunovi¢ made a remarkable contribution to our work conditions.
We continue to upgrade and reconstruct our capacities, as well as improve the
comfort and the optimal use of the existing premises.

Considering the importance of our institution for art in Kosovo and Me-
tohija, we plan to compile and digitize the Art Collection of Works by our lectur-
ers and students with the view of preservation of painting, music, and drama art
of this area.

young. Our alumni also occupy the positions of art directors, manager, curators,
and editors in cultural institutions across the country.

Up to 2019, our lecturers won numerous awards for their artistic and
pedagogical contributions.

Since 2001, several well-known national and international artists and ed-
ucators gave lectures here. We also organized a series of individual exhibitions,
concerts, master classes and seminars. These events were attended not only by
our students and teachers, but very often by journalists and members of the lo-
cal community.

In April 2015, our Faculty proposed the initiative to award an Honorary
Doctorate to Nikita Sergeyevich Mikhalkov, the world’s most famous living Rus-
sian filmmaker and a dear friend of Serbian people. Moreover, we awarded him
with the title Honorary Professor of the Faculty of Arts. The Committee which
wrote the report consisted of: prof. Petar Zec, prof. Jovica Pavi¢, and prof. Andri-
jana Videnovic.

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The Faculty of Philosophy is an integral part of the University of Pristina
temporarily settled in Kosovska Mitrovica. It is one of the four such faculties in
Serbia in addition to being the oldest higher education institution in Kosovo and
Methoija.

When the changes and addenda to the Law on Higher Education was adopted
by the National Council on May 18,1960, the first higher education institution
in Kosovo and Metohija was established. It was the Faculty of Philosophy, as
a part of the University of Belgrade. During the summer of 1960, necessary

Owing to strong economic, social, and cultural
development, several research departments evolved into independent faculties.
Accordingly, the Faculty of Natural Sciences and Mathematics was founded in
1971, whereas the Faculty of Philology was founded in 1989.

The foundation and the development of our Faculty were of key

Thedevelopmentofthe Faculty of Philosophy,aswellas the development
of the entire University of Pristina, took place under the influence of complex



social and political circumstances in the territory of AKMQO, that is, SAP Kosovo
starting in 1974.

“Initially covert, and over time more and more open, the flourishing of the
Albanian chauvinism did not evade the Faculty of Philosophy, Quite the contrary,
eventually it became its centre”.

Under the guise of the struggle for the emancipation of the Albanian
nation, a kind of majoritarianism grew—favouring Albanian lecturers, teaching
assistant, and students to the detriment of those from the ranks of the Serbian
population and other non-Albanian communities. This was reflected in many
spheres of the academic activities—granting professorships, increasing the
number of enrolled Albanian students, insistence on the Albanian language,
hiring lecturers from Albania, serving the literature from Albania, influencing the
composition of the governing bodies, awarding scholarships, and preferential
offering of housing.

In such circumstances, the majoritarianism gained in intensity. The
suppression of Serbian teaching staff has become an everyday occurrence,
noticeable at every step. Therefore, after years of supremacy of Albanian
separatist activities, the Faculty had increasingly been transformed into an
institution dominated by the influence of only one side. The culmination of
such tendencies resulted in the outbreak of mass demonstrations by the
Albanians in 1981, which surpassed those of 1968 in their scope, intensity, and
preparedness.

Constitutional changes in Serbia in 1989 and 1990 temporarily halted
the process of Albanian secessionism. However, the leaders of the secessionist
movement did not recognize the legitimacy of the Republic of Serbia and called
on their compatriots to a total boycott of the institutions. Leaving the faculty
building, they held the lectures in the Albanian language in private facilities, in
the Pristina settlements such as Suncani Breg, Velanija, Tauk basta, Dragodan,
and Vranjevac.

Additional hardships,with far-reaching consequences,whichare relevant
even today, occurred after March 24,1999, with the beginning of the unprovoked
aggression by NATO countries, called “Angel of Mercy”. The teaching process
was difficult to maintain. In the atmosphere of daily destructive bursts of enemy
aviation and the ominous howling of sirens announcing their actions,employees
and students tried, to some extent, to continue their activities. A number of
teachers and students were mobilized, or volunteered for military and police
units that fought Albanian terrorist groups.

The Kumanovo Agreement marked the end of the NATO aggression on
June 11,1999. Soon after the UN civilian mission and KFOR military units arrived
to Kosovo hoping to bring much needed peace and security. Unfortunately, the
opposite happened.

As a part of the brutal persecution of lecturers and students from their
homes and dormitories, the Faculty of Philosophy, as well as the entire University,
was forced to leave its centre of operations. During the summer of 1999, the Faculty
of Philosophy first settled in Zvecan, in the premises of the College of Technical
Sciences there, and then, by the decision of the Government of the Republic of
Serbia, a new academic year 1999/2000 began in Blace, in the building of the local
high school.

By the decision of the Government of the Republic of Serbia on October
11,2001, the Faculty of Philosophy was merged with the Faculty of Philology, which
was settled in Vranje after the exodus from Pristina. In September 2001, the Faculty
settled in Kosovska Mitrovica. Starting with the academic year 2002/2003, these
two teaching and scientific institutions continued to operate as a single institution
- the Faculty of Philosophy with two sections, Philosophy and Philology.

The Faculty of Philosophy in Kosovska Mitrovica is a fully developed higher
education institution with a rich tradition in teaching and scientific research, a large
number of students, lecturers and teaching assistants, significant publishing activity
and a diverse offer of study programmes in the field of philosophy, social sciences,
humanities, and philology at all three cycles

Our rich and varied academic offer comprises 22 accredited study
programmes.

BA studies in Serbian Language and Literature, Serbian Literature and
Language, Russian Language and Literature, English Language and Literature,
Pedagogy, Psychology, Sociology, History, History of Art, Philosophy.

MA studies in Serbian Language and Literature, Serbian Literature and
Language, Russian Language and Literature, English Language and Literature,
Pedagogy, Psychology, Sociology, History.

PhD studies in History, Sociology, Pedagogy, Language and literature.

In addition, the Faculty organizes the Program for Pedagogical,
Psychological, and Didactic Training of Teachers. Furthermore, MA studies of
History of Art and Philosophy, and PhD studies in Psychology are currently
undergoing the accreditation procedures.

Currently, the Faculty of Philosophy enrols about 1,100 students in
BA studies, 236 students in MA studies and 47 students in PhD studies. We
annually enrol about 300 BA students, about 100 MA students, and about 20
PhD students.

The Faculty performs its activities in accordance with the laws of the
Republic of Serbia and the principles of the Bologna Reform. We currently
employ 15 full professors, 24 associate professors, 26 assistant professors, 38
teaching assistants, and 11 language instructors. Administrative and technical
work is performed by 40 employees.

The quality assurance strategy proposes academic input from the
visiting professors from all over the world. Our PhD study programmes alone
offer courses by seven foreign lecturers from the universities in Moscow, Minsk,
Ljubljana, Veliko Tarnovo, and Jena. In turn, over twenty of our lecturers work
at the universities in Serbia, Montenegro, and Republika Srpska. Our lecturers
publish their scientific research papers, literary works and other academic
achievements in numerous prestigious national and international journals,
collections, and other publications.
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Our Faculty organized numerous academic conferences and research
project, either independently or in cooperation with other higher education
institutions and scientific associations in the country and abroad.

For 57 years, we have been issuing a prominent academic journal
Collection of Papers of the Faculty of Philosophy, which was listed by the
Ministry of Education, Science, and Technological Development as having the
leading national significance.

From a series of successfully organized academic conferences, the
following stand out for their importance, results,and the number of participants:

From 2010 to 2015, the annual academic conference entitled Days of
Psychology in Kosovska Mitrovica was held at the Faculty. The Faculty manages
the scientific research project Kosovo and Metohija between National |dentity
and European Integration funded by the Ministry of Education, Science, and
Technological Development of the Republic of Serbia. In addition, the Faculty
and its teaching staff participate in numerous national and international projects.

The Faculty has published over 150 monographs, textbooks, and
reference books authored by our lecturers.

It is our core strategy of development to nurture international
cooperation with other higher education institutions in the region and abroad.
The formalized cooperation enables student and staff mobility. The lecturers
had the opportunity to participate in programmes such as Tempus, Erasmus, and
Erasmus +. Students are also provided with the opportunity to study abroad,
especially at the Belgorod State University and the Southern Federal University
in Rostov-on-Don, based on the Memorandum of Agreement signed in 2019.

Our core mission proposes the development and strengthening of the
national and cultural identity, promotion of humanistic values of the modern
society, quality assurance in higher education and affirmation of achieved results
in teaching and research. Given the achieved results, the expertise of its teaching
staff, and the specifics of the environment in which it operates, the Faculty of
Philosophy strives to become the pillar of the national and cultural identity of
the Serbian people in Kosovo and Metohija, the keeper of the scientific thought
and education in humanities and social sciences.

In the coming period, the Faculty will continue to preserve and further
develop national, cultural, educational, scientific, humanistic, multicultural, and
democratic values of our society and the modern world, raising the quality of
teaching and research in accordance with modern academic standards, societal
needs, and the potentials at its disposal. Our future development implies the
modernization and creation of new study programmes and various forms of
continuing professional development of our teaching staff to strengthen their
teaching and scientific competencies, providing more favourable material,




technical, and organizational conditions for teaching and research, as well as
extracurricular activities and cultural and public events.

We invest special efforts to creating safe and inspiring environment in
which our students can nurture their interests, inclinations, creative impulses
and develop the skills needed for their future professions. They traditionally
organize Freshmen Day (Serb. brucosijada) and Graduation Day celebrations.
Our students traditionally participate in the festival Filozofijada and in 2020
they were the organizers. One of the venues for their literary expression is
the student magazine Dr Filstud. In addition, we also support various cultural
organizations, such as literary club, drama club, oratory club, etc. In the 2019

Our alumni work as educators in various primary and secondary schools
in Serbia and Montenegro. Many of them continued their academic education
and are now scientists and researchers recognized by the academic community.

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Student activism and organization have been present among our
students, who have always been willing to contribute to student standard, ever
since the University of Pristina was established. Even in Pristina, students at the
time excelled themselves in numerous activities aimed at improving student
life, but also at the defence of Serbian national corps in Kosovo and Metohija.
After the event in 1999 and expelling the University of Pristina and its final
(temporary) settling in Kosovska Mitrovica, student life started a new chapter,
with old experience and new people, and student activism was being developed
in Kosovo and Metohija in the framework of student organizations at the time
mostly in places where there was the greatest number of our University higher
education institutions, first of all in Kosovska Mitrovica, and then in Leposavic
and Lesak. With great enthusiasm and energy, student representatives of all
generations in the cooperation with all managements of rectory, faculties and
Student Centre aspired to organize student life and extracurricular activities of as
high quality as possible, thus contributing to public and cultural life of Kosovska
Mitrovica. Dealing with many temptations and tasks which were imposed, student
representatives established student life and defended students’ interests.
Tradition and sharing experience concerning student organization helped new
generations to gain new knowledge for getting involved in professional life
while dealing with student activism and organizing, and anecdotes from the

Representatives of students with disabilities and
students enrolled on the basis of affirmative measures are members of the
students’ parliament. University students’ parliament consists of 30 members.
There are up to 3 representatives of the students with disabilities and the ones
enrolled on the basis of affirmative measures.

Students’ Parliament of the University organizes and coordinates the
activities of students’ parliaments at the faculties of the University, as well
as the other students’ organizations. It consists of 30 representatives of all
University students and establishes direct connections with many student
organizations in the country and abroad. First of all, this refers to Student
Conference of Serbian Universities (SKONUS), the national student council
of the Republic of Serbia, the head of which is Milan Savi¢ at the moment, a
student of our University and the earlier president of the University Students’
Parliament. Therefore, Students’ Parliament of our University takes part in the
activities and European Student Union (ESU) via SKONUS. Every two years, the
University Students’ Parliament appoints the student vice-rector. President of
the University Students’ Parliament is Ivan Virijevi¢, a student of the Faculty of
Law, while a student vice-rector is Nemanja Bisevac, a student of the Faculty of
Philosophy.

Beside Students’ Parliament of the University, students organized their
own students’ parliament at every faculty, which coordinates the activities
of the other students’ organizations at the faculty and organizes a number of
extracurricular activities on their own or in cooperation with the the Students’
Parliament of the University.

Students’ Parliament of the Faculty of Economics consists of 20
representatives of BA, MA and PhD students. President of the Students’
Parliament is Ljubomir Zivi¢, and student vice-dean is Milan Vucini¢. Students of
this faculty take part in Ekonomijada (the games of the students of economics),
whose organizerin 2020 is the Students’ Parliament of the Faculty of Economics
itself. This students’ parliament is a member of the Yugoslav Association of the
Students of the Faculties of Economics (JASEF).

Students’ Parliament of the Faculty of Medicine consists of 25
representatives of BA and PhD students. President of the Students’ Parliament
is Sladan Trajkovi¢, while student vice-dean is Nikola Miljkovi¢. Regarding their
activities, participation in Medicinijada (the games of students of all faculties of
medicine in Serbia), as well as in the Student Congress of Biomedical Sciences
are emphasized.

Students’ Parliament of the Faculty of Agriculture consists of 12
representatives of BA, MA and PhD students. President of Vthe Students’

Concerning the activities accomplished by the Students’ Parliament of
the University throughout the whole year, the traditional welcome party for our
University freshmen, the so-called Freshmen Day, which is organized every first
Wednesday in October, is emphasized first of all.

As their Students’ Day, the students of the University of Pristina with
temporary head-office in Kosovska Mitrovica celebrate the 23rd of April every
year, when they organize the official academy on the occasion of which they
award 10 best students of the University with a special certificate of merit of
the Students’ Parliament. The extent to which students’ activism is established
and impressionable in the public life of Kosovska Mitrovica is evidenced by the
fact that this period of year is called Students’ Week. Sport contests, quizzes of
knowledge, performances and film projections, as well as the traditional party
for the Students’ Day - 23rd of April, are organized at the time.

Beside standard activities throughout the year, students are particularly
proud of the participation in the activities caused by emergencies such as the
floods in Serbia in 2016, the attempt of the so-called “Kosovo” to become a
member of UNESCO and well known students’ performances concerning the
campaign “100%taxes0%freedom”.

When there were floods in Serbia and the region in 2016, invited by the
Students’ Parliament, the students of our University initiated the activities of
providing humanitarian aid for vulnerable population and sending volunteers
to help the vulnerable areas and competent services. The extent to which this
action was so great is best evidenced by the fact that the Faculty of Philosophy,
which was a logistic center of students, became the headquarters for sending
help from Kosovo and Metohija where it was the most needed.
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Studying in Kosovo and Metohija is not only a geographic issue, but
also a privilege and an obligation. Students of our University, beside their
regular students’ activities, learned how to love their country and to struggle for
defending their interests. Having heard the news that the so-called “Kosovo”
wants to become a member of UNESCO, students were invited by the Students’
Parliament and initiated the action aimed at preserving Serbian cultural heritage
in Kosovo and Metohija, known as “NoKosovoUnesco”. The aim was to inform
the home and foreign public about usurping and devastating Serbian cultural
heritage in Kosovo and Metohija. The action was successful, firstly the students
of other universities joined it, and then Serbian state delegation won at the
Assembly of UNESCO. The words of gratitude of Serbian nation and the state
authorities directed to our students were significant encouragement for further
struggle.

The greatest challenge for students was the action
“T00% TAXESO%FREEDOM”. Considering the fact that the so-called “Kosovo”
imported taxes for Serbian goods, beside Serbian citizens in Kosovo and
Metohija, students settled in the Student Centre were among the first ones
who were attacked. Temporary institutions in Pristina did not care for the lack
of food, medications and fuel as well as for the possibility of humanitarian
disaster, which caused the students’ rebellion. They were determined to
point to unwanted consequences in a civilized way, and then they decided to
show the world the situation in which they were in their own way. There were
students’ performances, which were wholeheartedly followed by the citizens
and public. Out of performances, the one which is particularly emphasized is
the simulation of the concentration camp known as “Kosovosvic”, playing a
basketball game with the sponsor of the so-called Kosovo independence with
tied hands, releasing doves with the messages of peace for many addresses
abroad.

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The University of Pristina, temporarily settled in Kosovska Mitrovica,
founded the University Library as one of its organizational unit on March 20,
2007. It officially started to work on June 28, 2008.

The Library contains 17,219 bibliographic units, 2,500 serial publications
- journals, and about 500 titles of Russian literature. A significant number of
publications were received from the National Library of Serbia, the Media
Company Novosti, the Russian Federation, and other friends of the University.

The University Library has been a member of the COBISS system since
2008. The local database transferred 16,677 monographic publications and 501
serial publications from the COBISS system. COBISS has access to the funds of
other libraries. It contains the publications of other universities in the country,
doctoral dissertations, as well as a certain number of textbooks, professional,
academic, and reference literature, prescribed by the study programmes offered
by the faculties in Serbia.

KoBSON - the database provides the users with quick and easy access to
the printed material needed afor their term papers, master theses, and doctoral
dissertations through various web services. The database provides free access
to the serial scholarly publications, so it significantly accelerates the academic
research.




The University Library fund contains 329 master theses and doctoral
dissertations, which are available to the users. The Library uploads doctoral
dissertations to the E-thesis portal, which enables search, view, and download.

The local E-thesis repository comprise 135 doctoral dissertations from
the ten faculties of the University. In addition to the E-thesis, the Library also
works within NaRDuS (National Repository of Dissertations in Serbia), where
the dissertations are archived. NaRDuS is a collective portal of all doctoral
dissertations and thesis evaluation reports from all Serbian universities.

The University Library has 1.219 users—students of the University of
Pristina—and 53 honorary members. Professionally trained librarians and the
modern technological equipment enable efficient search of the academic
information. We offer the services of:

the inter-library loan

registered loan;

the local catalogue search;

insight into the condition of the material; and
online book reservation.

In order to improve working and planning procedures, cooperation with
other relevant institutions is of paramount importance.

Associates and friends of the University Library are TV Station Most,
Radio Kosovska Mitrovica, and school libraries in the enclaves.

We established successful cooperation with the Student Parliament,
which donated 108 monographic publications of exceptional academic value
to the University Library and the faculty libraries.

The University Library has donated 18,275 bibliographic units to the City
Library Vuk Karadzi¢, 179 monographic publications and 40 picture books to
the Special School, 50 reference books to the Medical School, 94 books to the
Technical School Mihajlo Petrovi¢ Alas, and 87 issues of national importance
to the Serbian Cultural Center in Pristina.

The University plans to work continuously on enriching the Library
fund with many contemporary publications, necessary for quality teaching and
research, complying with the criteria and standards prescribed by the Law on
Library Activities, Law on Protection of Cultural Heritage and other relevant
laws.

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Nutrition, along with the student accommodation at University, forms a
central part in every student’s life and work. An arranged accommodation and
nutrition in Kosovo and Metohija started in 1960. Pupils’ halls of residence in
Pristina, Pe¢, Kosovska Mitrovica, Prizren and Dakovica were opened due to an
increasing need for a greater number of children and youth to continue their
education to the level of secondary school or University degree.

Despite the fact that people had little or no experience in working
with pupils and students, these organized facilities represented an enormous
help to the pupils’ families. At the same time, these facilities encouraged and
motivated pupils and students to finish their education in an easier way. There
is a great number of experts from various branches who stayed in those pupils’
and students’ halls of residence and who, today, are among the most valuable
people in social and scientific fields in Serbia and abroad. The financial benefits,
as well as the educational level of expertise as one of the major components for
persons of that age, have undoubtedly been conducive to their overall success.

The improvement of pupils’ and students’ life and work in halls of
residence was gradually achieved by the modernization of the educational
system, the development of scientific field when it comes to pedagogical work
with pupils and students as well as by introducing reforms in the educational
system. These facilities, pupils’ halls of residence in particular, have rapidly
grown from common rooms and canteens to high-quality facilities where all the
pupils and students could come and gather.

The number of faculties in Kosovo and Metohija increased along with a
noticeable interest of pupils to continue their formal education after finishing
secondary school. This change was naturally followed by the expansion of the
accommodation capacity and nutrition for an increasing number of students.
Such an accelerated development of higher education institutions led to the
creation of the Student centre as the crowning feature in the improvement of
pupils” and students’ standards at the territory of Kosovo and Metohija.

The first restaurant and student pavilion started working in 1960. The
construction of the student complex in Pristina began in 1967 and it was finished
in 1981. The complex had an accommodation capacity of nearly 4,000 beds (five
halls of residence and three pavilions). The Centre also consists of the sports
hall and two restaurants along with the halls of residence in Kosovska Mitrovica
and Pec¢ which later became part of the Centre by reorganizing institutions.

The facilities of the Student Centre in Pristina, halls of residence,
restaurants, the sports hall and the common services where all located within
one circle. This arrangement enables students to use space and time in a rational
manner and it also facilitates operating the services they are offered.

The accommodation capacity for approximately 4,000 students consists
of the following facilities:

Hall of residence 1 with 436 beds;

Hall of residence 2 with 487 beds;

Hall of residence 3 with 565 beds;

Hall of residence 4 with 480 beds;
Hall of residence number 2 - Hall of residence 5 with 757 beds;
Facilities (Pavilion 1, 2 and 3) with 236 beds;

The sports hall is also part of the Student Centre and it is intended for
sports and recreational activities in Pristina.

The development and the progress of the standards of accommodation
and nutrition within halls of residence were abruptly interrupted by the NATO
aggression and a mass exodus of the Serbian people. With the arrival of KFOR
and UNMIK in 1999, all the employees of the Student Centre, who all shared
the same fate, were forced to leave their place of work and their ancestral
homes. Two workers whose destines and lives are unknown till this day, were
kidnapped during those hardships.

Not wanting to reconcile with the situation which arose, all the
employees of the University and the Student Centre make strenuous efforts

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and start organizing both classes and facilities for student accommodation and
nutrition.

The rebuilding of the new Student Centre from scratch first started in
1999 in the hall of residence Todor Mili¢evi¢ in Kosovska Mitrovica which was
the only free and unoccupied facility in Kosmet. The rebuilding later took place
in various cities across Serbia, like Krusevac, Varvarin, Blace. The conditions
within these facilities were harsh and they could not even meet the minimum of
the necessary standards. However, there was a strong desire for help by both the
local governments and people who lived there.

The past and the purpose of these facilities vary. Some of them are old
and inherited, as is the case with the hall of residence for pupils and students
named Todor Mili¢evi¢ which is not only the oldest hall in Kosovska Mitrovica
but one of the oldest built facilities for pupils and students in Serbia. Some of
these facilities were remodified from preschools and schools, like the halls in
Zvecan and Blace and some are intentionally built for student accommodation,
which is primarily the case with facilities in Kosovska Mitrovica and Leposavic.

The Ministry of Education as the relevant ministry plays a major and
vital role in the development of the Centre. The Ministry, with its well-timed
decisions and desire for investing the funds, takes the credit for the success of
the Centre’s new formation and development. The Ministry of Education and
Sport of the Republic of Serbia made a decision in 2000 and chose Leposavic as

the Temporary Head Office of the Centre and since 2002 that place belongs to
Kosovska Mitrovica.

The organizational structure of the Student Centre Pristina today
consists of the following facilities: Halls of residence |, I, Il1, IV, V and VI in
Kosovska Mitrovica, two halls in Leposavic¢ along with the halls in Zvecan, Zubin
Potok, and Blace with the accommodation capacity of more than 1,700 beds in
comfortable twin-bedded and three-bed rooms.

An average of more than 65,000 meals per month is being prepared in
the modern Student restaurants. All the meals are of high-quality and they are
prepared according to the established norms which meet HACCP standards.

Halls of residence are equipped with reading-rooms, TV halls, library,
the contemporary Student Club, Student Internet Centre, gyms and with the
Student Polyclinic.

A special attention is given to the culture, sport and recreation of
students. Hundreds of cultural and artistic, sport, tourist and educational
programme contents are organized per year. Guests of these programmes are
usually the most eminent people in the area of culture who come from Serbia
and beyond.

The Student Centre today employs more than two hundred workers.
The Centre strives to maintain its missionary role for all the citizens of Kosmet
by taking care of the poor students and their families. It particularly takes care of
the students who originate from the occupied enclaves in Kosovo and Metohija
to whom it represents both its place of residence and its sanctuary. The Centre
is the holder and organizer of the majority of the activities. It is involved in
all aspects of social life and it represents an indispensable place of power on

which local governments can certainly rely. Presenting the student centre with Saint Sava Award
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The Student Health Office - Student Polyclinic provides health care to
university students (in the age group 19-26) of the University of Pristina during
their studies.

The polyclinic was founded in 2005 as the health unit of the Faculty of
Medicine. The majority of physicians working in the Polyclinic are lecturers and
teaching assistants of the Faculty of Medicine. The Polyclinic is located within
the student campus in Kosovska Mitrovica, easily accessible to the vast majority
of university students.

Despite various initial difficulties, the Student Polyclinic has been
improved and moved to new premises in 2018. In addition, most of the medical
equipment has been renovated.

The primary goal is preservation and care for students’ health as well as
promotion of a healthy lifestyle among the university students.

Although the majority of our users are students—often considered young and
healthy population—they may represent a particularly vulnerable group sensitive
to a large number of psychophysiological disorders. Sudden modification and
changes in living and working conditions in the new surroundings and the need
of additional efforts in order to adapt may certainly contribute to increased
students’ psychosocial vulnerability, compared to their colleagues in other
university centres in Serbia. We devote special efforts to make students feel
that they are not alone and that they are provided with active social care.

The polyclinic organises its activities in accordance with the needs of
the student population and the most common pathologies among them, i.e.
diseases and disorders to which this age group is exposed.

Within the Polyclinic there are:

outpatient service for general medicine;

outpatient clinics for specialist-consultative services for internal
medicine, gynaecology, dermatovenereology and ophthalmology;

dental clinic;
ultrasound diagnostics station;

service for monitoring and improving the students’ health (regular
systematic examinations of the 1st and 3rd year students, health
check-ups prior to enrolment at the faculty and admission to student
accommodation);

haematological and biochemical diagnostics laboratory;

The ultimate goal of preventive medicine is to protect, promote, and
maintain health and well-being and to prevent disease and disability. The
Student Polyclinic is in a position to deal with this in the most successful way.
Preventive examinations of students (during their 1st and 3rd year of study)
comprises monitoring of more than 30 medical parameters which provide
profound insight into the health condition of each student during their studies.
Accordingly, this methodology facilitates timely detection and prevention of
serious health disorders.

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The Service for Monitoring and Improving Student Health also
organises: mental health counselling, addiction prevention, counselling against
and prevention of sexually transmitted dis-eases, diabetes and endocrine
diseases counselling, nutrition counselling services. The confi-dential, free
counselling and testing for AIDS is done in a form of campaign several times a
year. Education of students in epidemiological emergencies is also organised.

The Student Polyclinic has good cooperation with the Clinical Hospital
Center in Kosovska Mitrovica, Clinical Hospital Centre Pristina in Gracanica, as
well as the dental department of the Medical Faculty of Pristina in Kosovska
Mitrovica. This cooperation permits higher levels (secondary and tertiary) of
health care for students and patients.

The establishing and equipping of two outpatient observation rooms
is planned for the treatment and monitoring of health disorders not requiring
mandatory hospital treatment (accord-ing to the clinical picture and intensity
of symptoms and signs such as high temperature, vomiting, diarrhoea, etc.); the
affected students may be accommodated for 24-48 hours in the settings that
permit monitoring and partial isolation.

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50 YEARS OF THE UNIVERSITY OF PRISTINA
1970-2020

In this jubilee year, when the 50th anniversary of the University of
Pristina is celebrated, the publication of the monograph entitled 50 Years of
the University of Pristina 1970 - 2020 aims not only to provide a complete
insight into its work since its establishment to the present day, but also act as
an incentive and generate enthusiasm the young, promising and smart scholars
of this University need to rescue from oblivion all the hardships of working in
very difficult conditions, and the achievements.

The content of the monograph itself depicts a fifty-year chronology of life and
work of the university, memories of people with great ideas and progressive
views, people with a vision who founded faculties at the University of Pristina,
whereby the city of Pristina itself began to exude strength of the university
centre in this part of Serbia.

The monograph often emphasizes the hard, thorny path of development in
terms of professional and scientific human resources, where we were selflessly
helped by the eminent staff of the University of Belgrade, both in regular
classes and in training and further education of young people from Kosovo and
Metohija.

Hence, the presentation of all faculties at the University contains information

This monograph, edited by prof. Jovan Bazi¢, entitled 50 Years of the
University of Pristina, has around 400 pages in Serbian and English, i.e. 180 pages
of text and 220 pages of photographs, or about 600 photographs of various for-
mats, tables and scanned documents. The content of the monograph reveals that
its main topics are as follows: a retrospective overview of the work of the Uni-
versity of Pristina over the past 50 years, its current position and activity, as well
as the vision of the University in the near future. After the opening statement
of the Rector, the memories of former rectors and distinguished professors of
this University also enrich this precious monograph. The chapter entitled “Uni-
versity yesterday, today and tomorrow”, presents a review of the establishment
and development of the University, its current activity and future development.
This thematic unit is key to understanding the position and importance of the
University. It highlights the following: the process of founding and developing
the University, its crisis and the separation of teaching in the Albanian language,
the exodus of the University from Pristina and its relocation to other parts of the
Republic of Serbia, as well as its return to Kosovo and Metohija, its consolidation
and strengthening in the education system of the Republic of Serbia and inter-
national recognition. The parts regarding current study programmes, students
and student standard, teaching staff, teaching, scientific activity and internation-
al cooperation are particularly impressive.
